Moreover, pursuant to the provisions of Order 

No. 16804, interexchange telecommunications services providers are 

prohibited from constructing facilities t o bypass a local exchange 

c ompany without express prior approval from this Commission. 
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This docket will be closed following the expiration of the 

period specified in the Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial 

Review section of this Order unless an appropriate petition, 

protesting the application, is filed by one whose substantial 

interests may or will be affected by this proposed agency action, 

as provided in Rules 25-22.029 and 25-22.036(7) (a), Florida 

Administrative Code.

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that we 

hereby qrant, to Southern Digital Communications Corporation, a 

certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications services 

subject to the conditions stated in the body of this Order. It is

ORDERED that, unless a person whose interests are adversely 

affected by the action proposed herein files a petition in the form 

and by the date specified in the Notice of Further Proceedings or 

Judicial Review, below, the certificate shall become effective on 

the following date and this docket shall be closed.
