On September 2, 1994 , the Commission issued Order No. PSC-94-
1082-PCO-EG in the above atyled docket, which governs the date s and 
procedures for the aunicpal dockets and the Florida Public 
Utilities Company (PPUC), an investor-owned utility. 

On Hovellber 16, 1994, the FPUC and the DCA filed a joint 
atipulation to establish conservation goals. The Commission is 

scheduled to address the ataff recommendation on this stipulation 
at the December 20, 1994, agenda conference. If the Commission 
approves the atipulation, FPUC will not be required to f J le a Cost­
Effectivenes• Goals Results Report (CEGRR) • If the CoDllli&sion does 
not approve the atipulation , FPUC will have only three days after 
the Commission'• decision to tile ita CEGRR . 

FPUC believes that it should not be required to expend ti~e 

and aoney to create a CEGRR it such a tiling will not be necessary. 

FPUC states that it could tile a CEGRR within three weeks, should 
it become necessary. Hence, on November 28, 1994, FPUC filed its 

Motion to Enlarge SChedule. The Florida Department of Community 

Affairs (DCA), the only other party to the above-referenced docket, 
has not responded to the motion. FPUC requests that the CEGRR 

filing date be delayed until January 1&, 1995. 

FPUC'• argument that COmmission approval of the joint 
stipulation would obviate the necessity of the CEGRR and thus be an 
unnecessary expenditure of funds at this late stage bears 
consideration. In the interest of avoiding any unnecessary 
expenditurea, PPUC'a Motion to Enlarge Time is hereby granted. The 
tilinq date tor PPUC'• CBGRR ia extended to January 1&, 1995. This 

Order ia liaited to the apecitic circumstance herein and ahould not 

be construed by the aunicipala or the cooperative• a• an invitation 

to request axtenaiona of their CEGRR tiling dates .

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ORDERED by Commissioner Diane K. Kiesling, as Prehearing 

Officer, that the filing date for Florida Public Utilities 

Company's Cost-Effectiveness Goals Results Report shall be extended 

until January 16, 1995.

59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 

administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 

is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 

well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 

should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 

hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 

sought . 

Any party adversely affected by this order, which is 

preliminary , procedural or intermediate in nature , may request: (1) 

reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 038 (2), 

Florida Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Officer; (2) 

reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida 

Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or ( 3) j udi· ·ial 

review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric, 

gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 

the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for 

reconsideration shall be filed with the Director, Division of 

Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, 

Florida Administrative Code.
