PURPOSE AND EFFECT: Rule 25-22.028, F.A.C. wou ld be repealed and Rule 28-l 06.104, 
Filing, would take its place. The Commission initia lly received a waiver from the Uniform Rules 
in order to keep Rule 25-22.028, F.A.C. in place because it contains differing filing requirements 
depending on the size of the utility making the filing. However, with the advent of electronic 
filing, the reasons for maintaining Rule 25-22.028, F.A.C. have become obsolete. Moreover, 
pursuant to Rule 28-1 01.001 , F.A.C. the Commission's electronic filing requirements wi ll be 
outlined in the Commission's Statement of Agency Organization and Operation.

SUMMARY: Among other things, Rule 25-22.028, F.A.C. requires filings on behalf of 
companies with gross annual operating revenues in excess of $750,000 to include a copy of the 
document on diskette, accompanied by a statement specifying the density of the diskette, the 
operating system and the software used. With the advent of electronic filing, these filing 
requirements have become obsolete. Therefore, the Commission no longer needs to maintain an 
exception from the Uniform Rules in order to keep Rule 25-22.028, F.A.C. in place. The 
Commission' s specific electronic filing requirements not contained in the Uniform Rules wi ll be 
outlined in the Commission' s Statement of Agency Organization and Operation, pursuant to 
Rule 28-1 01.001, F.A.C. 
SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND 
LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: The Agency has determined that thi s will not have an adverse 
impact on small business or like ly increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of
