PRICE LIST FORMAT 

A. Sheet Numbering - Sheet numbers appear in the upper right comer of the page. Sheets are 
numbered sequentially. However, new sheets are occasionally added to the Price List. When a new 
sheet is added between sheets already in effect, a decimal is added. For example, a new sheet added 
between Sheets 14 and 15 would be 14.1. 

B. Sheet Revision Numbers - Revision numbers also appear in the upper right comer of each page. 
These numbers are used to determine the most current sheet version on file with the FPSC. For 
example, the 4th revised Sheet 14 cancels the 3rd revised Sheet 14. Because of various suspension 
periods, deferrals, etc. that the FPSC follows in their Price List approval process, the most current 
sheet number on file with the Commission is not always the Price List page in effect. Consult the 
Check Sheet for the sheet currently in effect. 

C. Paragraph Numbering Sequence- There are nine levels of paragraph coding. Each level of coding 
is subservient to its next higher level:

When new pages are added, the check sheet is changed to 
reflect the revision. All revisions made in a given filing are designated by an asterisk(*). There will 
be no other symbols used on this page if these are the only changes made to it (i.e., the format, etc., 
remains the same, just revised revision levels on some pages). The Price List user should refer to the 
latest check sheet to find out if a particular sheet is the most current on file with the FPSC.

Access- Access to NOS' services are provided by one or more or a combination of the following methods: 
pre-subscription in equal access areas, direct access, 800, 950 and lO:XXX dialing sequences. 

Access Code - A sequence of numbers that, when dialed, connect the caller to the provider of services 
associated with that sequence. 

Aggregator - Any person, excluding local exchange carriers and cellular service providers, that, in the 
ordinary course of its operations, make telephones available to the public or to transient users of its premises, 
for intrastate telephone calls using a provider of operator services. 

Authorization Code -A numerical code, one or more of which may be assigned to a Customer, to enable the 
Company to identify the origin of the Service User so the Company may rate and bill the call. All 
Authorization Codes shall be the sole property of the Company and no Customer shall have any property or 
other right or interest in the use of any particular Authorization Code. Automatic Numbering Identification 
("ANI") may be used as or in connection with the Authorization Code. 

Authorized User - A person or entity that accesses the Company's services. An Authorized User is 
responsible for compliance with this price list. 

Automatic Numbering Identification (ANI) - A type of signaling pr9vided by a local exchange telephone 
company that automatically identifies the local exchange line from which a call originates.

In the case of a Traveler Card call, Phone Home 
Card call or other credit card call (herein collectively the "Card"), the person or entity responsible for payment 
is the Customer of record of the Traveler Card, Phone Home Card or other valid and acceptable Card used. In 
the case of a collect or third party call, the person or entity responsible for payment is the person responsible 
for payment for local telephone service at the telephone number that agrees to accept charges for the call. In 
the case of a Room Charge Call, the entity responsible for payment is the Aggregator controlling the 
telephone used to originate the intrastate call. In all Operator Assisted calls not involving Cards, third party 
calls, collect calls or Room Charge calls, the person or entity responsible for payment is the Customer 
responsible for payment for local telephone services at the telephone used to originate the intrastate call. 

Calling Card Call - A Direct Dialed or Operator Assisted call for which charges are billed not to the 
originating telephone number, but to a LEC or interexchange carrier calling card. 

Central Office- A Local Exchange Carrier switching system where Local Exchange Carrier customer station 
loops are terminated for purposes of interconnection to each other and to trunks. 

Channel- The term "Channel" denotes a path for electrical transmission between two or more points, the path 
having a band-width designed to carry voice grade transmission. 

Commission - Florida Public Service Commission ("FPSC"). 

Common Carrier - A company or entity providing telecommunications services to the public. 

Company- Network Operator Service, Inc. ("NOS") unless stated otherwise. 

Credit Card Call - A Direct Dialed or Operator Assisted call for which charges are billed not to the 
originating telephone number, but to a credit commercial card, such as Visa or MasterCard, ·

Customer - The term "Customer" denotes the person, partnership, association, joint stock company, trust, 
corporation, or governmental entity or any other entity that is responsible for payment of charges and for 
compliance with this price list. 

Customer- Provided Facilities- The term "Customer- Provided Facilities" denotes all communications 
facilities provided by the Customer and/or Authorized User other than those provided by the Company.

Such a call is not completed until either the specific party named by the caller is contacted, or the caller agrees 
to speak to a different party. The caller must arrange with the operator to make a person-to-person call;

Point(s) of Presence - The term "Point(s) of Presence" denotes the site(s) where the Company provides a 
network interface with facilities provided by Other Common Carriers, Local Exchange Carriers or Customers 
for access to the Company network configuration.

Service -Intrastate telecommunications service provided to a Customer or Authorized User by the Company. 

Special Access Service - All exchange access not utilizing telephone company end office switches. This 
service includes dedicated access that connects end user to end user, end user to carrier, or carrier to carrier 
and may include analog or digital channels for voice, data or video transmissions.

2.14 Cancellation by Customer

The Company may conduct special tests or pilot programs and promotions at its discretion to 
demonstrate the ease of use, quality of service and to promote the sale of its services. The Company 
may also waive a portion or all processing fees or installation fees for winner of contests and other 
occasional promotional events sponsored or endorsed by the Company. From time to time the 
Company may waive all processing fees for a Customer. 

2.19 Termination Charges

to the time service is established, the Customer shall pay all costs and expenses incurred by 
the Company in connection with implementation of the service. Such charges shall not 
exceed the nonrecurring charges applicable to the service, plus any special construction 
costs. 

2.19.2 If any portion of the Customer's service is disconnected for any reason prior to the end of the 
service period, the Customer shall pay a termination liability charge equal to 100% of the 
payments remaining the service period within thirty (30) days of the disconnection. 
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SECTION 2- RULES AND REGULATIONS, (CONT'D.) 

2.20 Responsibilities of the Subscriber 

2.20.1 The Subscriber is responsible for placing any necessary orders, for complying with price list 
regulations, and for ensuring that Authorized Users comply with price list regulations. The 
Subscriber is also responsible for the payment of charges for calls originated at the 
Subscriber's premises that are not collect, third party, calling card, or credit card calls. 

2.20.2 The Subscriber is responsible for charges incurred for special construction and/or special 
facilities that the Subscriber requests and which are ordered by NOS on the Subscriber's 
behalf. 

2.20.3 If required for the provision ofNOS' Services, the Subscriber must provide any equipment 
space, supporting structure, conduit, and electrical power without charge to NOS. 

2.20.4 The Subscriber is responsible for arranging ingress to its premises at times mutually 
agreeable to it and NOS when required for NOS personnel to install, repair, maintain, 
program, inspect, or remove equipment associated with the provision of NOS' Services. 

2.20.5 The Subscriber shall ensure that its terminal equipment and/or system is properly interfaced 
with NOS' facilities or services, that the signals emitted into NOS' n~!Work configuration are 
of the proper mode, bandwidth, power, and signal level for the intended use of the Subscnber 
and in compliance with the criteria set forth in Part 68 of the Code of Federal Regulations, 
and that the signals do not damage equipment, injure personnel, or degrade service to other 
Subscribers.

2.20 Responsibilities of the Subscriber, (Coot' d.) 

2.20.6 If the Subscriber fails to maintain the equipment and/or the system properly, with resulting 
imminent harm to NOS' equipment, personnel, or the quality of Service to other Subscribers 
or Customers, NOS may, upon written notice, require the use of protective equipment at the 
Subscriber's expense. If this fails to produce satisfactory quality and safety, NOS may, upon 
written notification, terminate the Subscriber's service. 

2.20. 7 The Subscriber must pay NOS for replacement or repair of damage to the equipment or 
facilities ofNOS caused by negligence or willful act of the Subscriber, its Authorized Users, 
or others, or by improper use of equipment provided by the Subscriber, Authorized Users, or 
others.

However, the Company's ability to meet the stated service quality 
objectives is ultimately subject to the availability of any ll.-EC network and outside plant facilities 
and equipment which it utilizes, and the timeliness of the ll.-EC's response to Company-initiated 
requests for service installation and repair. 

2.22.1 Limitations 

Service quality objectives for installation, maintenance and repair as described herein apply 
only to single-line residence and business services. 

Emergency conditions under which service quality objectives described in this section may 
not be met include but are not limited to Acts of God, fires, floods, earthquakes, hurricanes, 
tornados, or other catastrophes; national emergencies, insurrections, riots, wars or other civil 
commotions; strikes, lockouts, work stoppages or other labor difficulties; criminal actions 
taken against the Company; or compliance with any law, order, regulation or other action of 
any governing authority or agency which impairs or interferes with the Company's normal 
business operations. 

Service quality objectives apply to services and equipment provided by the Company only. 
The Company may be unable to meet these objectives due to the unavailability, failure or 
malfunction of equipment or facilities provided by the Customer or third parties under the 
direction of the Customer. 

The Company's liability, where applicable, in the event that it is unable to meet the 
objectives described herein will be subject to the limitations of liability and credits and 
allowances for interruptions of service as provided in this Price List.

2.22.2 Installations 

Where ll-EC central office and outside plant facilities are readily available, the Company's 
objective for fulfillment of single-line residence and business Customer requests for primary 
service fol1owing receipt of application for same when all price list requirements relating 
thereto have been complied with, except those instances where a later installation date is 
required by the Customer or where special equipment or services are involved, is .five 
working days. 

2.22.3 Maintenance and Repairs 

The Company shall make reasonable attempts to restore service on the same day that an 
interruption is reported by the Customer where the trouble is the result of equipment or 
facilities provided by the Company. In those instances, the Company's objective for repair 
or restoration of service for single-line residence and business Customers following receipt 
of a Customer trouble report and obtaining sufficient information from the Customer to 
identify and diagnose the problem is as follows:

2.22.4 Grade of Service 

Subject to the adequacy of facilities and equipment provided to the Company by incumbent 
local exchange carriers, the Company's objective grade of service standards are as follows: 

A. During the average busy season busy hour, at least 90% of all calls offered to any 
trunk group shall not encounter an all-trunk busy condition. 

B. During the average busy season busy hour, at least 90% of intra-office, inter­
office, extended area and intraLATA direct distance dialed calls carried by the 
Company will encounter a ring back tone, line busy signal, or non-working 
number intercept facility (operator or recording) after completion of dialing.

3.2 Calculation of Distance 

Usage charges for all mileage sensitive services are based on the airline distance between the rate 
centers associated with the originating and tenninating points of the call. 

The airline mileage between rate centers is determined by applying the formula below to the vertical . 
and horizontal coordinates associated with the rate centers involved the Company uses the rate 
centers and associated vertical and horizontal coordinates that are produced by Bell Communication 
Research in their NP A-NXX V &H Coordinates Tape and Bell's NECA No 4. 

The distance between the originating and tenninating points is calculated by using the "V" and "H" 
coordinates of the rate centers as defined by Telcordia, in the following manner:

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SECTION 3- SERVICE DESCRIPTION, (CONT'D.) 

3.3 Determination of Call Duration and Timing of Calls 

3.3.1 For Direct Dialed and Operator Station Calls, chargeable time begins when the connection is 
established between the calling station and the desired telephone, attendant board, or private 
branch exchange console. For Person-to-Person calls chargeable time begins when the 
designated party comes on the line, or when the caller agrees to speak with a substitute party. 

3.3.2 Chargeable time ends when the connection is terminated. 

3.3.3 Chargeable time does not include the time lost because of known faults or defects in the 
service. 

3.3.4 The initial and additional timing periods for billing purposes are in one minute increments. 

3.3.5 The Company will not bill for unanswered calls. When a Customer indicates that he/she was 
billed for an incomplete call, NOS will reasonably issue credit for the call.

3.4 Local Operator Services 

Provides for live or automated operator treatment when a Customer dials "0" (see Section 45). 
Operator Services can be used to assist the Customer in routing or billing for a call. Billing options 
include, but are not limited to, bill to originating telephone number, calling card, collect or to a third 
party. 

The Company may incur incidental local traffic when a Customer uses the Company's 800 platform 
to complete a local call. Details of the Company's 800-platform service are contained in the 
Company's Florida TariffNo. 1

3.5 IntraLATA Long Distance Services 

Long Distance Services are available from the Company pursuant to terms, conditions, regulations 
and rates as provided for in the Company' s Florida TariffNo. 1 as filed and approved by the Florida 
Public Service Commission. Service is available for use by Customers twenty-four (24) hours a day.

3.6 Emergency Services Calling Plan 

Access (at no additional charge) to the local operator or emergency services bureau by 
dialing 0- or 9-1-1 is offered at no charge to the Customer. 

Message toll telephone calls, to governmental emergency service agencies as set forth in (A) 
following, having primary or principal responsibility with respect to the provision of 
emergency services to persons and property in the area from which the call is made, meeting 
the definition and criteria of an emergency call as set forth in (B) following are offered at no 
charge to Customers: 

A. Governmental fire fighting, Florida State Highway Patrol, police, and emergency

An emergency call is an originated call of short duration to a 
governmental emergency services agency in order to seek assistance for such an 
emergency.

3. 7 Directory Assistance Services 

3. 7.1 Directory Assistance 

There shall be no charge for the first 50 directory assistance calls made per billing cycle 
for lines or trunks serving individuals with disabilities. The Company shall charge the 
prevailing price list rates for every call in excess of 50 calls within a billing cycle. 

A Directory Assistance charge applies per local directory assistance call. The Customer may 
make two (2) requests for a telephone number per call.

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SECTION 4- LOCAL OPERATOR SERVICES 

4.1 General 

Operator Handled Calling Services are provided to Customers and Users of Company-provided 
Exchange Access Services, and to Customers and Users of exchange access lines. 

4.1.1 Definitions 

Collect Billing: A billing arrangement whereby the originating caller may bill charges for a 
call to the called party, provided the called party agrees to accept the charges. The terms and 
conditions of the called party's local exchange company apply to payment arrangements. 

Person-to-Person: Calls completed with the assistance of a Company operator to a particular 
person, station, department, or PBX extension specified by the calling party. Charges may 
be billed to the Customer's commercial credit card and/or LEC calling card, calling station, 
called station, or a designated third-party station. Calls may be dialed with or without the 
assistance of a Company operator. 

Station-to-Station Card: Refers to calls other than person-to-person calls billed to either the 
end user's commercial credit card and/or nonproprietary calling card. Calls tJ:l3.Y be dialed 
with or without the assistance of a Company operator. Collect calls to coin telephones and 
transfers of charges to third telephones which are coin telephones will not be accepted. 

Operator Dialed Charge: The end user places the call without dialing the destination 
number, although the capability to do it himself exists. The end user will dial "0" for local 
calls and "00" for long distance calls and then request the operator to dial the called station. 

Third Party Billing: A billing arrangement by which the charges for a call may be billed to a 
telephone number that is different from the calling number and the called number. The tenns 
and conditions of the third party's local exchange company apply to payment arrangements.

4.2 Local Operator Services 

4.2.3 Busy Line Verify and Line Interrupt Service 

Upon request of a calling party the Company will verify a busy condition on a called line. 

A. The operator will determine if the line is clear or in use and report to the calling 
party. 

B. The operator will interrupt the call on the called line only if the calling party 
indicates an emergency and requests interruption. 

C. A charge will apply when: 

1) The operator verifies that the line is busy with a call in progress. 

2) The operator verifies that the line is available for incoming calls.

The Carrier may from time to time engage in special promotional trial service offerings of limited 
duration (not to exceed ninety days on a per Customer basis for non-optional, recurring charges) 
designed to attract new subscribers or to increase subscriber awareness of a particular price list 
offering. Requests for promotional offerings will be presented to the Commission for its review in 
accordance with rules and regulations established by the Commission, and will be included in the 
Carrier's price list as an addendlim to the Carrier's price lists.

Arrangements will be developed on a case-by-case basis in response to a bona fide request from a 
Customer or prospective Customer to develop a competitive bid for a service offered under this price 
list. Rates quoted in response to such competitive requests may be different than those specified for 
such services in this price list. ICB rates will be offered to the Customer in writing and on a 
nondiscriminatory basis. 
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SECTION 6- SPECIAL CONSTRUCTION, (CONT'D.) 

6.3 Special Construction 

At the Customer's request, installation and/or maintenance may be performed outside the Company's 
regular business hours, or (in the Company's sole discretion and subject to any conditions it may 
impose) in hazardous locations. In such cases, charges based on the cost of labor, material and other 
costs incurred by or charged to the Company will apply. If installation is started during regular 
business hours but at the Customer's request, extends beyond regular business hours into time periods 
including, but not limited to, weekends, holidays, and/or night hours, additional charges may apply. 
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
