The Florida Industrial Power Users' iroup (•fiPU&•), through 

its undersigned counsel, moves for an order consolidating Docket 

Nos. 890148-EI and 890001-EI for purposes of the resolution of 

issues relating to the continued application by Florida Power & 

Light Company (•FPL•) of its 011 Back-out Cost Recovery Factor. 

Alternatively, FIPUG requests the Co••1ss1on to hold in abeyance 

any decision on the issues pertaining to F'PL's 011 Backout Cost 

Recovery Factor now sched uled for hearing on February 22-24, 1989 

i n Do cket No. 890001-EI, pending the disposition of FIPUG's 

petition in Docket No. 890148-EI. In support, FIPUG states: 

1. In 1982, the Commission issued Order No. 11217, Docket 

No. 820155-EU, in which it approved FPL 's application to qualify 

two 500 KV transm issi on lines as an oil backout project under 

Ru l e 25 -17 .0 16, F.A.C. The Com•ission•s decision was based on 

accep t anc e of FPL's project i ons of fuel prices and FPL's 

representation that the project would econo•ically displace oil-

f ired generat~on on FPL's system. DOCUMENT NIJM8ER-OATE 
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2. FPL • s projections proved to be gross 1 y 1 n error. So•e 

seven years after the Co••ission authorized FPL to recover the 

costs of the transmission lines through a special energy charge, 

t he track r ec ord of the project shows substantial cumulative net 

losse s rather than savings . 

3. On January 26, 1989, FIPUG filed its Petition to 

Di sco ntinue Florida Power and light Co~~s any's 011 Backout Cost 

Recover y Facto r . In that petition, FIPUG us asserted that to 

all ow FPL to continue the application of the oil baclcout cost 

r ecover y f ac to r under c1rcuastances vastly different than those 

on which its approval was based would be unreasonable, unjust, 

and unduly di scriminatory, particularly with respect to high load 

factor customers. FIPUG also aaintains that certain revenues 

ha ve been collected through the charge 1•properly because 

deferral benefits claimed by FPL in its recent calculations of 

net savings are nonexistent. FIPUG has requested the Coaaission 

to cond uct a hearing on the issues raised in its petition and to 

thereafter require FPL to terainate the use of the oil backout 

cost recovery me chanisa. FIPUG has deaanded that FPL refund to 

cus tomers all revenues collected on the basis of its •deferral 

ben efi t s" theory . 

4 . Presently, the Commission allows FPL to present evidence 

co nce rn i ng the appropriate level of the oil backout cost recovery 

char ge as a part of the periodic proceedings in Docket No. 

89 00 01-EI . the ongoing docket involv ing the electric utilities' 

fu e l cost re covery fa ctors. In that docket . a hearing is 

s cheduled for February 22 - 24, 1989 which includes the subj ect of 
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FPL's oil backout filings for the periods of April 1988-September 

1988, October 1988-March 1989 and April 1989-September 1989. 

5. The issues raised by FIPU6's petition overlap those 

scheduled to be cons1dered in Docket No. 890001-EI . The time 

re quirements of appropriate proceeding : on FIPUG's petition will 

not enable the Commission to adjud1cat~ the issues raised in its 

petitio n by the time of the hearings >cheduled in Docket No. 

890001 -EI . The Commission should not enter any findings on the 

requests of FPL pending in Docket No. 890001-EI during the 

pendency of FIPUG's petition. 

WHEREFORE, FIPUG requests the Co••1ssion to consolidate with 

Docket No. 890148-EI those •etters in Docket No. 890001-EI which 

relate to FPL's oil backout cost recovery charge, and schedule 

the consolidated issues f or si•ultaneous hearing. 

Alternatively, FIPUG requests the Co•mission to hold in 

abeyance all issues pending in Docket No. 890001-EI which relate 

to FPL's oil backout cost recovery charge, pending disposition of 

FIPUG's petition in Docket No. 890148-EI.
