NOTI CE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 

ORDER GRANTING PAY TELEPHONE CERTIF ICATES 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Notice is hereby given by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discuss ed herein is preliminacy i n 
nature and will become final unl ess a person whose interests 
are substantially affected files a petition for forma l 
proceeding pursuant t o Rule 25-22.029, florida Admini strative 
Code. 

The respective c ompa n ies listed i n the capt i on o f t h is 
Order fil ed applicatio ns f o r a cer tificate to provide pay 
telephone service (PATS) . These a pplications were filed 
pursuant to Sectio n 364.33, fl o r1da Statutes (198 5), which 
provides that no person can begi n constructio n o r o pera ti o n of 
a telephone line, plant o r system without first o bt aining from 
this Commission a certificate of public c onvenience and 
necessity. 

By Order No. 14132, issued February 27, 1985, this 
Commission authorized the provision of competitive pay 
telephone service on a toll-only basi s i n addit i on to the PATS 
that is currently provided by t he l oca 1 exchange companies. 
Effective June 24, 1985, Secti on 364.335(4), Florida Statutes 
(1985). was amended to expand our authority to grant to PATS 
providers the authority to offer l oc a l PATS in addition to the 
previously allowed t o ll PATS. In Orde r No . 14132, we set fort h 
the requirements for certificat ion of PATS providers as well as 
the terms, conditions, service standards and rates that apply 
to the provision of PATS. Additio nally, we required PATS 
providers to comply with the requi cements of Sect ion 350 .113. 
Florida Statutes, which imposes a regulatory assessment fee. 
We also required each PATS provider to report to the Commission 
t he number of pay telepho ne instruments that it operates in 
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Florida. This report should be filed in conjunction with a 
PATS provider's payment of its regulatory assessment fee to 
this Commission. Further, in order to obtain service from a I 
lnr~l ~vrh~noP comoany for a PATS instrument, each PATS 
provider must· specifically request a coin access li ne from the 
serving local exchanl]e c..:oa .. pany. 

PATS providers are subject to the 
25-24.505 through 25-24.520 , Florida 
These ru les govern the operation of PATS.

In reviewing the applications o f the Companies , we find 
that they contain the info rmatio n required for certification as 
set forth in Order No. 14132 and t he Rules cited above. Based 
on the foregoing, we propose to grant to each of the companies 
listed in the caption of this Order a certificate to provide 
toll and local public pay telephone service cons i sten t with th~ 
conditions and requirements set forth in Rules 25-24.505 
through 25-24.520, Florida Administrative Code. 

The dockets listed in this Order will be closed fol l owing 
expiration of the period specified in this Order un less an 
appropriate petition for hearing, protesting a specific 
application, is filed by one whose substantial interests may or 
will be affected by this proposed agency action, as provided by 
Florida Administrative Code Rules 25-22 . 029 and 25-22.036 
(7)(a) . A petition protesting a specific application filed by I 
o ne whose substantial interests are affected wi 11 not prevent 
our proposed action from becoming final as to any other 
application listed in this Order. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
applicants listed in the caption of this Order be granted a 
certificate to provide public pay telephone service subject to 
all the conditions stated in the body of this Order. It is 
further 

ORDERED that a petition protesting a specific application, 
filed by one whose s ubstantial interests are affected, wil l not 
prevent the action proposed herein from becoming final as to 
other applications listed in the Order .

The Florida Public Se rvice Commissio n is requ ired by 
Section 120.59(<1), flori da Statutes (1985), a s amended by 
Chapter 87- 3<15, Sectio n 6 , Laws of florida (1987), t o not1fy 
parties of any ddministra t i·te heari n g or judic ial r e v iew of 
Commission orders that is avai lable unde r Sect .i on~ 120. 57 o r 
120.68, Florida Statu tes , as well as t he procedur~s and t i me 
limits that apply. Thi s notice should not be construed to mea n 
u ll requests for an admi nistrative hearing or judicial review 
will be granted or result in the relief sought. 

The action proposed heLein is preliminary in nature and 
will not become effective or final, except as provided by Rule 
25-22.029, Florida Administrat ive Co de. Any person whose 
substanti.al interests are affected by the action proposed by 
this order may file a petitio n for a formal proceeding. a ti 
provided by Rule 25-22.029(<1), Florida Administrative Code , in 
the form provided by Rule 25-22.036 (7)(a) and (.f), Florida 
Administrative Code. This petitio n must be rec eived by the 
Director, Division of Reco rds and Report i ng at his office at 
101 East Gaines Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399- 0870, by the 
close of business on March 23, 1989. In the absence of such a 
petition, this order shall become effective March 2<1, 1989 as 
p r ovided by Rule 25-22.029(6), Florida Administrative Code, and 
as reflected in a subsequent order . 

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing c o nditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and ef f ective on March 24 , 
1989, any party adversely affe cted may request judicial review 
by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, gas or 
telephone utility or by the First District Court of Appeal in 
the case of a water or sewer utility by filing a notice of 
appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and 
fi 1 ing a copy of the not ice of appea 1 and the f i 1 ing fee with 
the appropriate court . This filing must be comple ted within 
thirty (30) days of the effective date of this order, pur s uant 
to Rule 9.110, Flo rida Rules of Appellate Pro cedu re. The 
notice o,f appea 1 must be in the form spec if i.etl i n Rule 
9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appe llate Procedure. 
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
