NOTICE Of PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 

ORDER GRANTING PAY TELEPHONE CERT I FICATES 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Notice is hereby given by the Flo r i d a Public Service 
Commission that the actio n discussed herei n i s prel imi nary in 
nature a nd wi ll become final unless a pe r son whose interests 
are s:ubstantially affecte d f iles a petition for formal 
proceedi ng pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 029, Florida Administrative 
Code . 

The respect ive c ompan ies li sted in the caption of this 
Order filed applications fo r a certificate t o provide pay 
te l ephone service (PATS). These applicat i ons were filed 
pursuant to Section 364 . 33, F lorida Statutes (1985 ) , which 
provides t hat no person can begi n c onst ruct ion or o pe r a t1o n of 
a telepho ne line , plant or system without first ob t aining from 
this Commission a certifica te of pub l ic convenience and 
necessity . 

By Order No . 1~132, i ssued February 27, 1985, this 
Commission autho rized the provis i on of competitive pay 
telephone service o n a tolL-on l y basis in addition to the PATS 
that is cu r rently prov i ded by the local exchange companies. 
Effective June 24, 1985 , Section 364 . 335(4), F l orida Statutes 
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( 1985). was ame nded t o e xpand ou r autho rity t o grant to PATS 
providers the au t hority t o offer loca l PATS in addition t o t he 
previously al l owed to ll PATS. In Order No . 14132 , we set f o rth I 
the requirements for certificatio n of PATS providers as well as 
the terms, conditio ns, service standard s and rates that apply 
to the provision of PATS. Add it i onally, we required PATS 
p roviders to c omply with the requirements of Sect i o n 350.113, 
f l or ida Statutes, wh i ch imposes a regulatory assessment fee. 
We also r equired each PATS prov i der t o repo r t to t he Commissio~ 
the number of p ay telephone i nstruments that it operates i n 
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Florida. Th i s repo r t snould be fi l ed in c o njunction with a 
PATS provider's payment of i ts regulatory assessment fee to 
this Commiss i o n . Further, in order t o obtain service f r om a 
l ocal exchange c ompany for a PATS i nst rument, each PATS 
Provider must specif ically r equest a coin access line from the 
se rving l o=a l exchange company. 

PATS providers are s ubject to t he prov1s1ons o f Rules 
25 -24.505 through 25-24.520, Florida Admi uistrative Code. 
These r u les govern the o per a tion of PATS. 

I n reviewing the applications of t he Compa n ies, we find 
that they contain the information requi red f o r cert i f i~ation as 
se·t f o rth in Order No. 14 132 a nd the Rules cite d above. Based 
o n the foregoinq, we propose to grant to each of the companies 
listed in the caption of this Order a ce r t iticate to provide 
to ll and local public pay telepho ne serv i ce consistent with t he 
conditions and requirements set forth in Rules 25-24 . 50 5 
t hrough 25-24.520, Flo rida Administrative Code . 

The dockets l isted in this Order wi 11 be c l osed f o llowing 
e xpiration of the per i o d specified in th i s Order unless an 
appropriate petition fo r hearing, protesti ng a specific 
app lication. is filed by one whose s ubs t ant i al i nte rests may or 
wi ll be affected by this proposed agency action, as p r ovided by 
Florida Administrative Code Rules 25-22.029 and 25-22.036 
( 7)(a ) . A pet it ion protesting a specif ic a ppl ica tio n filed by 
o n e who se substantial interests are affected will not p r event 
o ur proposed actio n from becomi ng final a s to any other 
a p p l ica tion liste d in this Orde r . 

I t is. therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Sc r v i ce Commiss i on t hat the 
applicants listed in the caption of this Order be graPted a 
certificate to provide public pay te l e pho ne service s ubject t o 
all the conditions stated in the body o f this Order . It is 
furthe r 

ORDERED that a pet ition protes ting a s pec ific application , 
filed by one whose substantial interests are affec t ed, wi l l not 
prevent the action proposed herei n from becomi ng f inal as to 
o ther applications liste d in t he Order .
