NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 

ORDER CANCELLING CERTIFICATE NUMBERS 55 AND 59 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Notice is hereby given by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests 
are substantially affected files a petition for formal 
proceeding pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 029, Florida Administrative 
Code. 

By letter dated December 14, 1988, South Tel, Inc. (South 
Tel), the purchaser of the assets of the companies formerly 
doing business as TMC of Orlando and TMC of Tampa, requested 
the cancellation of Public Convenience and Necessity 
Certificate Numbers 55 and 59 held by the respective 
companies. South Tel, which operates under Certificate No. 57, 
maintains that all customers of these companies have become its 
customers and that both companies have discontinued operation. 
We find that cancellation of the certi ficates in question will 
in no way effect South Tel's obligation to pay any outstanding 
regulatory assessment f ees due under the ceased operations. 
Accordingly, we will grant the request of South Tel for the 
cancellation of Certificates Nos. 55 & 59. 

This docket will be closed fo llowing expiration of the 
period specified in this Order unless an appropriate petition 
for hearing, protesting cancellation of a specific certificate, 
is filed by one whose substantial interests may o r will be 
affected by this proposed agency action, as provided by Florida 
Administrative Code Rules 25-22 .029 and 25-22.036 (7)(a). A 
petition protesting a specific cance llation, filed by one whose 
substantial interests are affected, will not prevent our 
propose d action from becoming final as to any other 
cancellation listed in this Order.

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
request of South Tel, Inc., for the cancellation of TMC of 
Orlando and TMC of Tampa Certificates Nos. 55 & 59 
respectively, is hereby approved. It is furthe r 

ORDERED that this Order will become f inal o n April 11, 
1989, if there is no protest to this proposed agency action 
within th.e time frame set f o rth below. It is further 
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ORDERED that the above-noted certificates be surrendered 
f o r cancellation within t wenty (20) days of the date this Order 
becomes final.

This petition must be receive d by the 
Director , Division of Records and Reporting at his office at 
101 East Gaines Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0870, by the 
close of business on Apri 1 10, 1989. In the absence of s uch a 
petition. this order shal l become effective April 11, 1989 as 
provided by Rule 25-22 . 029( 6), F l orida Admini st rative Code, and 
as reflected in a subsequent order. 

Any objection o r protest filed in t hi s docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoi ng conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effective on April 11, 
1989, any party adversely affected may request judicia l review I 
by the Florida Supreme Court i n the case of an e l ectric , gas or 
telephone utility or by the First District Court of Appeal in 
the case of a water or seweL utility by fi ling a notice of 
appeal with the Directo r, Division of Records and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with 
the appropriate court. Thi s fi I ing must be completed within 
thirty (30) days of the ef f ect ive date of this order, pursuant 
to Rule 9.110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 
9 . 900(a)~ Florida Rules of Appe ll ate Procedure . 
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
