BY THE COMMISSION:

By Order No. 20276 , i ssued November 7, 1988, this 
Commissio:n fined Wyndemere Services, Inc., ("Wyndemere"), $3.00 
per day, to a max imum of $2,500, for its violation of Rule 
25-3 0 .110, Flor ida Admini strat i ve Code. 

Reasonable efforts t o conununicate with the util i ty and 
collect the f ine have been exercised. On December 22, 1988, 
Commission staff not ified Woodlawn that the time for appeal of 
Order No . 20276 had lapsed and staff intended to recommend 
c ou r t enforcement proceedings to collect the fine. On February 
10, 1989, Commission staff sent a certified letter to the 
registered agent fo r Woodlawn advising t hat the matter would be 
subject to formal enforcement proceedings absent payment of the 
fine. No response has been received. 

We find that further attempts to collect from Wyndemere 
would not be cost effective for this Commission. The 
Comptroller • s Office of the Department of Banking and Finance 
has stated its willingness to purs ue collection efforts i n such 
circumstances. Therefore we fi nd it appropriate to refer t his 
matter to the Comptroller's Of ( ice to pursue collection or give 
this Commission permiss ion to wri te off the outstanding fine as 
unco l lectable. 

Based on the foregoing , it i s therefore 

ORDERED by the Fl orida Public Service Commission that the 
fine asse.ssed by Commi ssi on Order No . 20276, against Wyndemere 
Servic es, I nc . , is determined to be uncollectable by this 
Commission. It is further 

ORDERED that thi s account be referred to the Comptroller's 
Office of the Department of Banking and Finance for further 
collection efforts or fo r permi ss i on to write off this fine as 
unco llectable.

Any party adversely affected by the Commi ssion's f i nal action i n this matter may request : 1) recons iderati on of the 
dec i sion by filing a motion fo r reconsideration with the 
Director, Division of Reco rds and Reporting within fifteen (15) days of the issuance of this o rder in the form prescribed by 
Rule 25-22.060, Flo rida Admin istrative Code; o r 2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, 
gas or telephone utility or the First District Court of Appeal 
in the case of a water or sewer utility by filing o notice of 
appeal wi th the Di rec tor, Divis ion of Reco rds and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appea l and the filing fee with 
the appropriate court. This filing must be completed within 
thi rty (30) days after the issuance of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice 
of appeal must be i n the for n specified in Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules o f Appellate Procedure . 
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
