On January 27, 1989. Sou t hern Bell Telephone and Telegraph 
Comp a ny ( Southern Bell) filed a p roposal to r e vi se i ts ESSX 
servi ce tariff by in t r o d uc ing an ESSX Mu l t i - Accoun t fent u re. 
The fcatutc is an a ltetnaltvc t o multi -te nant se rvice p r ovided 
by PBXs , tha t allows p r imary accounts s uch as building 
jevelopers or o n-site communications vendo r s to partition their 
ESSX service for each s ubs criber account (secondary acco unt). 
no rmall y t he actual tenan t s o f a building. Each secondary 
account has a dir ect relations hip with Southe rn Bell and will 
be dit ect ly responsible to So uthern Be ll for al l c h a r ges 
assoc i otod with t heir service. Eac h accou n l h;:~ s it s o wn 
netwo r k access registe t s , a nd no i n tercom functions can occur 
between accounts. So uthern Be 11 states t ha t there wi 11 be no 
sharing o r resale of l ocal service. Each account ( second a ry 
and primary) must sel ~ct t heir own l o ng distance car r ie r and 
will be directly bille d for their long distance ser .' ice unde r 
separate accou nts. as with loc al se rvi ce. 

Altho ugh the secondary account s have individual 
relationships with So u thern Be l l, the ESSX system rate that 
applies is determi ned by the tot a 1 number of sta t ion 1 i nes in 
that bui l ding. Therefore, a seco ndary account that, 
individuall y, wou ld be a small ESSX customer (or not an ESSX 
customer at all ), may now rece i ve the serv ice and rate be nefits 
of a medium or l arge ESSX custo mer. The pr ima r y accoun t 
accopl'l t csponsiul lily ( o r <Junu t tll ~atlm i ni st r aLiun O L t he 
s y s tem . to include the training of s eco nda ry account s a nd 
mon itoring of t ota l sys tem size . t ha t is t ota l station lines 
from a 11 bui !ding secondary accounts that u ti 1 ize ESSX. When 
this tota l numbe r r eaches the ne xt classification of ESSX 
s ystem size . the pri mary account will not ify Southern Bell and 
t he entire building a ccount will rno vo (t om o no sizo 
c las:. itl c aL 1 o n to ano ther. At t hat Lime , Southern Bell would 
notify t he individual secondary account customers of any 
applicable rate c hange resulting f r om t he s y stem size c hange. 
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The f o llowing rates a nd charges are associated with ESSX 
Mu l i-Accou n service o n ly. a nd arc in addition to the
