ORDER ACKNOWLEDGlNG WI THDRAWAL OF APPLlCATION 
FOR TRANSFER AND REFUNDING FILING FEE 

BY THE COMMI SSION : 

On Ma r ch 14, 1988. Southern States Utilities, Inc. (SSUI) 
and Tamiami Utility Compa ny (Tamiami) filed a joint application 
for the transfer of Certificates Nos. 388-1-J and 332-S. By 
letter dated March 9, 1988. Tam iami Village Lot Owners 
Association, Inc. (Associatio n), objected t o the transfer. By 
Order No . 19543, issued June 21. 1988, we dismissed the 
objec t ion due to our lack of juri s dicti o n over the subject 
ma t t er of the o bjection, the Association 's claim of a right of 
first refusal. 

On July 5, 1988, the Association filed a motio n for I 
recons i deratio n of Orde r No. 19543. The Association argued 
that it had an absolute right to an admin1strative hearing on 
t he merits o f its objection a nd that the Commission has 
jurisdictio n over objections to transfers. By Order No. 19828 , 
issued August 19, 1988 , we denied the Association's motion for 
reconsideratio n because this Commission cannot, as '3 •matter of 
law, hold an administrative hearing in which the sole issue is 
outside of our jurisdiction. 

As a result. o f ne~otiations between Tamiami and the 
Association, it is currently expected that Certificates Nos . 
388-W and 332-S will be transferred, s ubject to o ur approval. 
to Tarniami Village Utility, Inc., a corporation set up by the 
Association. Accordingly, Tamiami and Tamiarni Village Utility. 
Inc. have filed a joint application fo r approval of the 
transfer, which is being processed under Docket No. 890127-WS. 

On February 27, 1989, SSUI and Tamiarni filed a no t ice of 
their withdrawal of their joint transfer application. By this 
Order, we hereby acknowledge the wi thdrawal of the joint 
application in this case . In addition, we fi nd it appropriate 
to return the $1,800 fili ng fee to SSUI. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
$1,800 fee for filing the j oint application for transfer of 
Certificates Nos. 388-W and 332-S from Tamiarni Utility Company 
to Southern States Utilities. Inc. shall be returned to 
Southern States Utilities , Inc. It is further 
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ORDERED that Dock~t No. 880450-WS be and is hereby closed.

Any party adversely af fect ed by the Commission's fi nal 
actio n in t his rn.lt te r may request : 1) reconsideration of the 
deci sion by fil ing a moti o n for reconsideration with the 
Directo r, Di vis i on o f Reco rd s and Repo rting within fifteen (15) 
days of t he issuance of t hi s o rder i n t he form prescribed by 
Rule 25 - 22 .060, Flo rida Admini strative Code; o r 2) judicial 
rev iew by t he Flo rida Supreme Co urt in the case of an electric, 
9as o r telepho ne ut il ity or the fir st District Court o f Appeal 
i n the c ase o f a wate r o r sewer u ti lity by filing a not ice o f 
appeal wi th the Directo r , Divisio n o f Records and Repo rt i ng and 
filing a c o py of the no tice o f appeal and the filing fee with 
the appr o priate c o ur t . This filing must be c ompleted within 
thirty {30) days afte r t he issuance of this order, purs uant to 
Rule 9.110. Flo rida Rules o f Appella te Procedure . The notice 
o f appeal must be i n t he form s pec ified in Rule 9 .900(a), 
Florida Rul es o f Appe llate Procedure.
