ORDER ON CLARI FICATION 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Order No. 20937, issued Ma rch 27, 1989 (the Orde r). 
directed Qu i ncy Telephone Company (Quincy) to report an 
adjustment to its equity ba lance in its f u t u re earnings 
surveil iance reports. The purpose of th is adjustment is to 
reflect the maximum amount of divide nds payable unde r Rural 
Electification Administration covenants. 

On April 11, 1989, Quincy filed a Motio n for Clari f ication 
of the Order. The Mo tion alleged that the Orde r did not 
sufficiently clarify how t he Commission wanted Quincy to report 
the ad j ustment. Quincy• s interpretation of the relevant 
po rtion o f the Order l ed it to be lieve that it could comply by 
s howing the adjustment as a footnote to the surveillance 
repo rt s. 

Upon consideration, we find that ou r main concern is with 
full disclosure of the effect of removi ng tempo rary cash 
investments from c ommon equity . We believe that such 
disclosure could s u f fic iently be achieved by a foot note on 
Quincy's earnings survei llance reports . The refore , we agree 
with the Motion's proposed interpretat i on of the relevant 
portion of the Order. 

The Order directs Quinc y to ma ke refunds to its 
customers. We fu r t her direct t he company t o file a report when 
these re funds have bee n made , exp l ai ni ng the manner in which 
this actio n was accomplished. Our Staff is authorized t o close 
thi s docket when Quincy has carried ou t our direc tions 
contained in t he Order. 

I t is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the F lorid a Public Service Commission that 
Qu incy Tele phone Company's Motion for Clarification filed on 
April 11 , 1989 , s eeking clarificat i on of Order No. 20937, 
i ssued March 27, 1989, is he reby granted t o t he e xtent 
expla ine d in the body of thi s Order and is denied in all other 
respects. It is further 

ORDERED that Order No. 2093 7, issued March 27, 1989, is 
hereby clarified to the extent discussed in the body o f this 
Order and affirmed in all res pects. It is further 

ORDERED that Commi ssion Staff s hall close this docket when 
Quincy Te l ephone Company r e po rts that the r efund has been made 
in acco rdance with the directions o f Order No. 20937, iss ued 
Ma rch 27 , 1989.

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEED INGS OR J UDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission i s r equired by 
Section 120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
ad.mi nistrative hearing or j udici a l re view of Commi ss ion orders 
that is available under Sect i o ns 120.57 or 120 . 68 , Florida 
Statutes, as well as the procedures and time limits that 
apply. This notice should not be construed to mean all 
requests for an administ rat ive hear i ng o r judicial review will 
be granted or result in the relief sought. 

Any party adversely affected by t he Commission's f inal 
action in this matter may re quest : 1) recons ideration of the 
decision by fi ling a motio n for recons i de ration with the 
Director, Division of Records and Re por ting wi t hin fifteen (15) 
days of the issuance of this order in the form prescribed by 
Ru le 25-22 . 060, F l orida Admin istra tive Code; or 2) judicial 
review by t he Fl o rida Supreme Court in the c ase o f an e lect ric, 
gas or t elepho ne util ity o r the First District Court of Appeal 
in the case of a water or sewer utility by f iling a notice of 
appeal wi t h the Director , Divisi o n of Records and Reporting and 
fil ing a copy of t he no tice of appea l and the filing fee with 
the appropriate cour t . Thi s filing must be completed within 
thirty (30) days after t he issuance of this order, pu r s uant to 
Rule 9. 110, Florida Rules of Appel late Procedure . The notice 
of appea l must be in t he form specified in Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules of Appe llate Procedure. 
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
