Ame ri c an Telecommunication s Co rpo r ation d/b/a Ame richarge I 
Co rporation (Amer icharge ) fi l ed a n application f o r an 
inte r e xc hange certificate on February 23, 1969. The 
application c o nta ined t he required backgrou nd information, its 
proposed tariff , and ind i ca t ed t he company wo uld also be 
prov iding al ternative operato r se rvi ces {AOS ) . Af ter having 
c o n s idered the appl icati o n, it appea r s t hat t he Company is 
technically capable of providi ng se rvice . Therefore, we find 
that it is i n the pub l ic inte rest to gran t a certif i cate to 
Amer icharge, and it i s our i nte n t i o n to gra n t the cert ifica te. 
Interexchange carrie rs are subject t o the prov isions o f Rules 
25-24 . 455 t hro ugh 25-24.495 , f l o rida Admin i. stative Code. 
Add it i onal l y, AOS provi de r s are bo und by our decis ions in 
Doc ket No. 871394 - TP, i ncluding, bu t not l im ited to Order No. 
20489, i ssued December 21, 198 6. 

There is an additio n a l matt e r t hat mus t be me ntione d. 
Duri ng staff 's invest igation of t h is application it was 
discovered that Americharge began prov iding intrastate 
i n te r e xc hange telecommunicati o n s service o ver one year prior to 
applying for Commission appro val . This wi 11 be addressed i n a 
separate order to show cause to be issued i n t h is do cke t. 

Based on the foregoing , it is 

ORDERED by the Flor ida Publ i c Se r vice Commiss i o n that the 
app l ica t ion of American Te l ecorrununication s Co rporation d/b/a 
Amer icharge Corpo r atio n fo r a ce r tif i ca te to provide in trastate 
i nterexchange telecommun icat i o n s se rvi ce and a l tern at ive 
o pe r a to r se rv ices i s granted as set fort h i n t he body o f this 
o rder. It is f urthe r 
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ORDERED that the effective date of the certificate is July 
3. 1989, if there is no pro t e st t o the proposed age ncy action 
within the time frame set forth below.

The action proposed herein is peel iminary in nature and 
wi 11 not become effective or finaL except as provided by Rule 
2S-22.029, Florida Administrative Code . Any person whose 
substantial interests are affected by the actio n proposed by 
this order may file a pe titi o n f o r a f o rmal proceeding, as 
provided by Rule 25-22.029(4). Flo rida Admini s tra tive Code, in 
t he form pro vided by Rule 2 5- 22 .036(7)(a) and (f), Florida 
Admin i st r ative Code. This pe t i t ion mus t be received by the 
Directo r. Division of Reco rds and Re po rting at his office at 
101 Eas t Gaines Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0870, by the 
close of business on J u ne 30, 1989 . In the absence of s.uch a 
petition, this order shall become effective July 3, 1989 as 
pro vided by Rule 25-22 .029(6). Florida Administrative Cod~, and 
as reflected in a subsequent order. 

Any objection or protest fi l ed in this docket before t he 
issuance date of t hi s order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foreqoing condi t ions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period . 

If this order becomes final and e ffective o n July 3, 1989, 
any party adversely affected may request j udicial r e view by the 
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Florida Supreme Court in the case o f an e l ectric, gas or
