ORDER APPROVING TARIFF FILING 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

By Order No . 17669 (the Order), i ssued June 5, 1987, we granted So u t hern Bell Telepho ne and Telegraph Company (Pelt) the au t ho rity to in t r o duce Limited Se rvice Offerings (LSOs ), which are ancillary services to be pro vided o n a tt i a l basis in orde r t o carry out marke t tes ting in s pec ified geographical areas. Bell was direc ted t o file a separate tariff r e v i sion to its General Subscriber Service Tariff f o r e ach s uch o ffering that it wished to introduce . By Orde r No . 18034, issued August 24 , 1987, we appro ved Bell's firs t L SO, the Jacks o nville LATA Residence Feature Package . 

On March 31, 1989 Uni t ed Te l e pho ne Company o f Fl o rida (Uni t ed) filed a t a ri ff p roposal seek ing authority to introduce i ts first LSO, whi c h would offer Aut omatic Mete r Reading (AMR). AMR would provide a u t ility with the c apability to read its meters over tele pho ne lines by using equipment l ocated a t the utili t y and Un i t ed ' s offtce s a:- we ll as at t he cu s t o me r s ' premises. 

Upo n r ev iew , we ftnd that Un ited's pro posa l comp l ies with ou r requi r ements f or a pro per LSO as establ ished i n Orde r No. 1766 9 . I n acco r dance with our notice r equirements , United ' s new l y- introduced LSO w i ll become effective o n 45 day s ' no ti ce . h ny c h ange i n t he ratl!s wtl l become effective o n 30 d ay s ' not i ce . The tes t pe r iod f o r ANR wi II no t exceed 1 year during whi ch time Uni t ed wil l file periodic repo r ts wi t h us ev el y 3 months . United will a l so c omply with Lhe s ix condi t i l nS l i s t ed i n the Orde r. 
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Finally, the Order requires a n LSO to meet t he requ i r ements for regular tariff fil ings . In acco rda nce, Uni ted has submitted sufficient i nfo r mation to sat is f y Ru l e 25-4 .034, Florida Administrative Code . AMR has been comprehensively described a nd is only being offered to the City of Ca pe Co ra l ' s Wate r Department. United has provided us wi th AHR' s rates and cha rges as well as a li st of fou r te r ms and conditions whi c h govern t he service . 

We wish to encou rage local excha nge compa n ies to seek additional reve nues by developing ne w services . Unite d has complied with the requirements of the Order , and we t he r e fore find it appropriate to authori ze Uni ted t o estab li s h AMR as an LSO. 

Based on the foregoing , i t is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commiss i on that Un ited Telephone Company of Fl orida ' s tari ff proposal to introduce Automatic Me ter Reuding as a Limi ted Service Offer ing is he reby a pproved. It is fur ther 

ORDERED that th i s docke t will remain open for o ne year whereupo n Un ited Telephone Compa ny o f Fl o rida s ha ll either request that t h is offe ring become permanent or be discon t i nued .

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUD ICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commiss i o n is r equired by Section 120. 59(4 ) , Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any admi ni s trati ve hearing or judicia l review of Commiss i o n orders t hat is available under Sect i o ns 1 20 . 57 o r 1 20 . 68 , Florida Statutes , as wel l as the procedures and t i mc limi ts that a pply . This no tice s ho uld not be construed to mean all requests for an admi ni strati ve hea ring o r judici a l r ev iew wi ll be granted o r res ult in the relief sough t . 

Any party adve r se ly affected by the Commission's fina l act i o n in t h is matter may request: 1) reconsideration of the decision by filing a motion f or reconsideration with the Director, Div i sion of Records and Reporti ng within fifteen (15) days of t he issuance of t hi s order in the form prescr ibed by Rul e 25-22.060, Florida Administrative Code; or 2) judicial revi ew by the Florida Sup reme Court in the case of an e lectric, gas o r telephone utili t y o r t he F irst District Cou r t of Appe al in the case of a water o r sewe r utility by fili'lg a notice of appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Repor ting and fili ng a copy of the not ice of appea l and t he filing f e e with t he appropriate court. Th i s filing must be completed wi t hin thir ty (30) days after the issuance of t hi s order , pursuant to Rule 9.110 , Flo rida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The not ice o f appeal must be i n the Corm specified i n Ru l e 'J .900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . 
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
