the appropriate court. This fili ng must be comp l eted wi t h in 
th irty ( 30 ) days of the effective date of this order, pursuan t 
to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . The 
notice of appeal must be in Lhe form J pecified in Ru le 
9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appella te Procedu re. 
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
