On July 18, 1989, TELECOMlo\UNICATIONS SERVICES , INC., 

hereinafter known as " TSI ", applied to this Commission for 

au t hority to operate as an i nterexchanqe t elepho ne company 

within Florida. 

TSI states that it will pro vide r esold long distance 

telephone service from other i nte rexchange telephone 

companies. TSI, allegedly, will not have any swi ching abili t y 

and wi 11 rely on the intcrexchange telephone companies they 

cont ract wi th to comply wi th all intraEAEA rules . TSI states 

that it is not presentl y pro vid ng telecommunications service 

in Florida or any o her state. 

The certificate would authorize TSI to operate as an 

interexchange telephone company providi ng long distance 

telecommunications service with in the State of Fl o rida. The 
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au hori y wi 1! be statewide 
and rul •s perta1ning t o 
applicant's tariff.

The tanff submitted by TSI provides for usage scnst i'lf1 

rates wtth no m1leage differential. The tar1ff ptovtdl•$ 
information o customers on blockage rate, timing of calls, nd 
billing increments. It also provides additio nal customer 
information o n late payments and requirements for collec ing 
one mon h · s usage when the company believes a b i 11 is 1 n 
jeopardy . 

To comply ;.nth S~c ion 25-24 . 490(3), FAC, TSI sta cs lhat 
they w1ll not collect any deposits or advance payments for more 
than o ne month tn advance from customers in Flo rida. 

TST appea r s to meet all applicable requ i rements to provtdc 
intrastate long distance telephone service in Florida. 
Therefore, we find it appropriate to grdnt TELECOt-1MUNICATIONS 
SI::RVICES, INC. a Certificate of Public Convenience and 
Necessity t o operate as an in erexchange telephone company tn 
Flo rida in acco rdance with the Tariffs filed by TSI with hi s 
Comission. 

In Order Number 13750, issued on October 5 , 1984, his 
Commission prohibited interexchange telephone companies (t om 
c o nst ructing facilities to bypass a Local Exchange Comp ny 
without first demonstrating to the Commission tha t the Lt:;C 
cannot offer the needed facilities at a competitive price in a 
timely manner. Therefore, we order rsr not to bypass LFC 
facilities without first receiving express authori y from this 
Commission. 

Based on the foregoing, it is hereby. 

ORDERED that the application of TELEC0~1UNICATIONS 

SERVICES , INC. , for a certificate to operate as an 
interexchange telephone company providing long distance service 
in Florida, i n acco rdance with it's filed Tariffs, is "lpprov I 
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effective at the completion of the protest peri od, if no 
protest is received. 

ORDERED that TELECOMMUNICATIONS SER'I ICES, INC. , ma y no 
bypass Loca l Exchange Company facilities without fi rst 
receiving express authority from this Commtssion. 

ORDERED that this docket will be closed after the 
ef fective date of the proposed agency action order , and 
issuance of the consummating order.

Any person whose 
substantial interests are atfected by the action proposed by 
this order may file a pet1t1on for a formal pLoceeding, as 
provided by Rule 25-22 . 029( 1), Florida Adm1nistrative Code , in 
the form provided by Rule 25-22 .036(7)(a) and (f) Florida 
Administrative Code. Th1s petition must be received by the 
Director , Division of Records and Reporting at his office at 
101 Eas Ga1nes Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0870 , by t he 
close of business on November 9 , 1989 

In the absence of such a petition, this order shall become 
eff'ect1ve on the day subsequent ... o the above date as provided 
by Rule 25-22.029(6), Florida Adminis rative Code, and as 
reflec ed in a subsequent o rder. 

Any o bJectio n or protest filed 1n this doc ket before the 
ir,suance date of this order is considered abando'led unless it 
salisftes the forego1ng condi ions and is renewed within he 
speci f ied prot~~t pertod. 

If this order becomes flnal and effec ive on the date 
described above , any party adversPly affected may request 
judicial rev1ew by the Florida Supreme Court in the case oC an 
electric, gas or telephone u ili y or by the First District 
Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer utiltty by 
f1ling a no tice of appeal w1th the Director , Division of 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal 
and the filing fee with the applopriate court . This filing 
must be completed within thir y {30) days of the effective date 
of this order, pursuant t o Rule 9 .
