In Order 16539 , Docket No. 860970-EG, issued September 3 , 
1986, the Commission initiated a test program designed to 
promote loans by financial institutions to residential 
customers for the purpose of improving the energy efficiency of 
their homes. The program, entitled the Energy Conservati on 
Test Program, and included as Appendix A in the above Order, 
provided for the commencement and termination period, 
geographic scope , eligible utilities, utility pcogra,ns, 
participation by financial institutions, terms of subsidies , 
claims, and the suspension and extension of the program.

This fil ing 
mus t be completed within thirty {30) days of the effect ive date 
of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of 
Appe llate Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form I 
specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure. 
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
