NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
AND 

ORDER CANCELLI NG CERTIFICATE 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

i n the 

Notice is hereby given by the Florida Publi c Service 
Commission that the action discussed h rein is preliminary in 
natu r e and wi ll become final unless a per son whose inter~sts 
are s ubstantially affected files a petition for t orma l 
proceed t ng pursuant t o Rule 25-22. 02 9, Florida Admtnist rative 
Code. 

Rule 25-24.480, Florida Administ ra t ive Code (the Rule), 
requires that each inte .exchange carrier (!XC) file rpports 
with this Commission. The reports , due o n January 31st of each 
year, requue basic company information as well as const ruction 
and capactty data . On March 27 , 1989 , Chatco Communications, 
Inc . (Chatco ) filed its 1988 IXC annual r epo r t wtth the 
Commission; therefore , Chatco appears to be i n violation of 
this rule . 

Order No. 21428 , issued June 22 , 1989, established a 
45-day period during wh ich Chatco cou ld elect to p.sy a fine in 
lieu of our initiating a show cause proceeding. We o ffered to 
impose a $4,000 fine o n Chatco because the company had 
apparently failed to file an annual repo rt in a timel y manne r 
for the seco nd consecutive year . Howeve r, Order No . 21428 
would have permi tted Chatco to pay $2,000 by July 14, 1989, and 
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the remainder of the fine would have been suspended unti 1 the 
1989 report is due. 

Chatco has not responded to our offer of settlement; 
therefore, we intend to cancel the company ' s certificate for 
violation of Rule 25-24 .480 unless it protests this action 
within the time established below. If the Proposed Agency 
Action becomes final, then we will waive the fine that we have 
under consideration. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
certificate held by Chatco Communications, Inc., is hereby 
canceled . It is further 

ORDERED that, upon the expiration of the protest period 
established below with no proper protest being time ly filed, 
this docket will be closed and the fine under considerati on 
will be wai ved.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDIC IAL REVIEW 

The Flo rida Public Service Co~nission is requ ired by 
Section 120.59(4) , Florida Sta t utes , to notify parties of any 
admi n istrative hearing o r judicial review of Commission orders 
that is available under Sect ions 120 . 57 or 120.68, Florida 
Statutes, as well as the procedures and time limits tha t 
apply . This not ice should not be construed to mean all 
request s for an admin ist ra t ive hearing or judicial review will 
be gran ted o r result in the relief sought. 

The action proposed herei n is preliminary in nature and 
wi ll not become effective o r fina l , except as provided by Rcle 
25-22 .029 , Flo rida Admi ni strative Code. Any person whose 
substantial i nterests are affected by the action proposed by 
this order may file a petition for a formal p roceedi ng, a s 
provided by Rule 25-2 2.029(4), Florida Admi nistrative Code, in 
the form pro vided by Rul e 25 - 22.036(7){a) and (f), Flo rida 
Admi ni st ra tive Code. This petition mu st be received by the 
Director , Divisio n oC Records and Repo r ting at hi s o ffice at 
101 East Gaines Street , Tallahassee , Florida 32399 -0870 , by the 
close of business o n November 27 , 1989 

In the absence of such a petition , this order shall become 
ef feet i ve on the day subsequent to the above date as prov ided 
by Rule 25- 22.029(6), Florida Administrat ive Code, and as 
r eflected in a subsequent order. 

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
iss u a nce d ate o f this order is considered abando ned unless it 
satisfies the foregoi ng conditions and is renewed within the 
specif ied protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effective o n he date 
described above , any party adversely affec ed :nay ::equest 
j udicial revie.., by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or tel epho ne utility or by the first District 
Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer uti 1 ity by 
filing a notice of appeal wit h the Director, Div1sio n of 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy o f the notice of appeal 
and t he filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing 
must be completed within thirty ( 30 ) days of the effective date 
of this order, pursuant to Rul e 9 . 110, Flo r ida Rul es of 
Appellate Procedure. The no ti ce of appeal must be in the f orm 
specified in Rul e 9.900{a}, Florida Rul es of Appellate 
Procedure. 
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
