ORDER ON CONSERVATION GOALS 

By the Commission : 

Rule 25- 17.002 , Florida Adminis t rative Cooe , was originally 
promulgated in 1980 to implement the o r iginal Florida Energy 
Ef ficiency and Conser vation Act (FEECA) , Chapter 366 . 81 - . 85 , 
Florida statutes . The r ule sets fo r th a methodology to 
dete r mine statewide conservation goals in addi ion to providing 
a p rocedure for apporlionmenl of these sLa ewide goals among 
indivioual utility for the period 1981 La 1985. Goals for each 
utility a re set by Commission o rde r , as are any specific 
conservation program appr ovals o r modifica tions . In addi Lion , 
Rule 27 - 17. 002 encourages oil use reduction and sets reduction 
goa l s of 25 pe r cent by 1989 , so t ha t total electric u t ili ty 
consumption in Floc i da does not exceed 58 , 7 34 , 000 bar eels in 
1990 . 

The methodology prescribed in Rule 2 5- l 7 . 002 set numerical 
ta rge ts for the 1980's only . As a resul t , future conser vation 
goals for electric utilities cannot be dete r mined under the rule 
as i t now exists . We t hus believe that Rule 25 . 17 . 002 should be 
r epealed and goals adopted consistent with the goals expressed 
in Rule 25 . 17 . 001 , Florida A~minist ra tive Code. 

An economic i mpact statement addressing the repeal of this 
r ule is attached . We instruct ou r staff to file a r ul e r epeal 
with the Secretary of &late fo r adoption . The r eaf er , unless a 
hea ring is r equested , or commen s a r e filed within the allot ed 
time period , we o r der that this oocket be closed . 

In considera t i on of the above , i is, 

ORDERl:.D by the Florida Public Service Commission that a 
r epeal of Rule 25- 17002 , Florida Administra t ive Code shall be 
filed with t he Sec r etary of Slate fo r adoption . It is further 
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ORDERED that unless a hearing is reque sted or co~ents are 
filed within the time period allotted after filing with the 
Secretary of State, t ha t this docket be closed .

This notice should not be cons trued to me an all requests fo r an 
administrative hearing or judicial review will be granted o r 
result i n the r e lief sought. 

Any par t y adversely affected by the Commission's final 
action in thi s matter may r equest: 1) r econsideration of the 
decision by filing a motion for reconsideration with the 
Director, Division of Records and Reporting within fifteen ( 15) 
days of the issuance of this order i n the form prescribed by 
Rule 25- 22.060, Florida Administra tive Code; or 2) judicial 
r eview by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric , 
gas or t e l ephone utility or the First District Cou r t of Appeal 
in the case of a wa ter or sewer utility by filing a notice of 
appeal wi t h the Director , Division of Records and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the fi l i ng fee with 
the app r opriate court . This filing must be completed within 
t hirty (30) d ay s after the issuance of t his order, pursuant to 
Rule 9.110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . The notice of 
appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9. 900(a), Florida 
Rules o f Appellate Procedure . 
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
