AT&T Commun ication s o f the SoutheLn States, Inc. · s (ATT-C's} I 
tarif f filing r equesting an increase in ils directory 
assis t ance (DA) charge from $. 25 to $. 35. In Lhal Order, we 
stated " . . . that AT&T Communications of the Southern State.;, 
Inc.'s tariff proposal to incl'ea se the amounl il chtrges Cot 
interLATA i n trastate directo ry assistance (DA) calls Crom $.2 5 
to $ . 35 is hereby approved . " On February 27, 1990, Southern 
Bell requested t hat we clarif y that Order to ensute that it is 
clear to all parties that t he DA plan is being lntplemented on a 
Home Numbering Pla n Area ( HNPA) and Foreign Numbering Plan Area 
(FNPA) rather than o n the basis of Local Access TranspOLt Area s 
(LATAs ). 

By Order No . 13934, issued in Docket No . 8.,0537-TP, we 
estab 1 i s hed that the loca 1 exchange company ( LEC) would retain 
all end u ser revenues for all HNPA calls and t hat the 
inte r e xchange carriers (IXCs ) would retain the end user 
revenues associateJ with all FNPA calls we staled in Order No. 
1393 4. We r eaffi r med this o n June 10, 1985, when we issued 
Order No. 14452 i n Docket No . 820537-TP. 

ATT-C's tariff fili ng to increase its DA c harge from $. 25 
to $. 35 did not request that jurisdiction of charges for DA b~ 
changed and we did not change 0ur policy o n the jurisdicti o n of 
charges fo r directory assistance. 
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Therefore, we hereby clanfy hal Order No . 222 4 8 o rdered 
that the DA plan be implemented on a HNPA and FNPA basi s rathe r 
than on the basis of LATA s . We do no t rcqu t r e ATT-C t o r ef ile 
its tariff , since its current t ariff reflects the DA c ha rge o n 
a F N PA ba s i s r a t he r t han a LATA b a s i s . S 1 n c e no f u r l he r ac t 1 o n 
is r equired , this docket s hall be c l osed.
