ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION 

The St. George Island Water and Sewer Distri ct (Distric ) 
is a special unit oC local government, established undct 
Chapter 153 , Florida Statutes, which is authorized to provide 
water and sewer service . By petition daled May 16, 1990, the 
District requested permission to 1ntervene in this docket. 

According to the District's petition, St. George Island 
Utility Company, Ltd., the applicant 1n this case, ha s failed 
to comply with certai n orders of this Commission. The Distr1ct 
argues that such failure adversely affects the District and lhe 
residents of ~- he District. It also argues that, under Chapter 
153, Florida Statutes, it is empowered to regulate the supply 
of water within the District, and tha t it must actively 
participate in the current proceedings if it is to carry out 
its statutory duties . The District further conte nd s that 
granting its petition will eliminate the need Co r individual 
residents to intervene . 

Upon consideration, it appears that the District's 
substantial interests are subject to determinati o n or will be 
affected by this proceeding. Its petition is, therefore, 
granted. However, pursuant to Rule 25-30 .039, Florida 
Admi nistra tive Code, t he District takes this case as it finds 
it. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
St. George Island Water and Sewer District' s petition to 
intervene is hereby granted. It is further

Any party adversely affected by this o rder , which is 
preliminary , procedura l or intermediate in nature, may 
request: 1) reco nsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 
25-22.038(2 ), Florida Administrative Code , if issued by a 
Prehearing Off icer ; 2) reconsideration within 15 days pursuant 
to Rule 25-22.060, Flo rida Admi ni strative Code, if iss ue d by 
the Commission; o r 3 ) judicial review by t he Florida Supreme 
Court , in the case of a n electric , g a s o r telepho ne uti l ity, or 
t he First Di strict Cou rt of Appeal, i n the case of a wate r or 
sewer u tility . A motio n for reco nsideration s hall be filed 
with t he Director , Divisio n of Records and Report i ng, i n the 
form prescribed by Ru le 25-22 . 060 , Florida Administrative 
Code. Judicial r eview of a preliminary , procedural or 
intermediate rul i ng or o rder is available if review of t he 
f ina 1 action wi 11 not provide a n adequate remedy. Such review 
may be requested f r om t he approp r iate court, as described 
above , purs uant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedu re. 
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
