ORDER APPROVING TARIFF 

On July 17 , 1990 , Southern Bell Telephone and Telegraph 
Company (Southern Bell) fil e d a tariff proposing to r educe the non­
recurring rate for ACD-MIS Network Management Reports from $9 , 315 
to $5 ,400 . The reduction is proposed in response to a reduction in 
the company' s right-to-use fee negoti~ted between Northern Telecom 
and BellSouth Services. 

ACD is an add-on offe ring to digital ESSX service which allows 
for call distribution and queing of incoming calls to digital ESSX 
stations. The re are two types of ACD to which customers may 
subs cribe: (1) ACD Basic (without NMR), and (2) ACD with NMR. NMR 
is an offering which provides for management deta i l reports for 
subs c ribers to ACD. NMR is the reporting of calling detail (e. g . 
the average hold time, the total number of calls, and the number of 
calls per main station attendant) to the customer's personal 
computer . NMR enhances the value of the ACD serv ice to customers 
by allowing the customer to make educated business decisions 
rega rding staffing and telecommunications s ystem deployment and 
deve lopment. 
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Based on the information provided by Southern Bell, it appears 
that the proposed nonrecurring charge covers relevant costs and 
provides a contribution. Since the proposed reduction in the 
nonrecurring rate for ACD-MIS NMR e xceeds the costs, and since the 
proposed offering will add value to the end user by allowing him to 
make educate~ business decisions regarding staffing and 
telecommu~ications system deployment and development. We approve 
the proposed tariff filing by Southern Bell to reduce the 
nonrecurring rate for ACD-MIS Network Management Reports from 
$9,315 to $5,400 to become effective Septembe r 19, 1990. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Southern 
Bell Telephone and Telegraph Company's tariff proposing to reduce 
nonrecurring rates for ACD-MIS Network Management is hereby 
approved. It is further 

ORDERED that this tariff filing become effective Septe mber 19, 
1990 . It is further 

ORDERED that this docke t be closed .

This 
petition must be received by the Director, Division of Records and 
Reporting at his office at 101 East Gaines Street, Tallahassee, I 
Florida 32399-0870, by the close of business on Novembe r 5 . 1990 

In the absence o f such a petition, this order shall become 
final on the day s ubsequent to the above date . 

Any objection or protest filed in this docke t before t he 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and i s rene wed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes fina l on the date descri bed above, any 
party adversely affected may request judicial review by the Florida 
Supreme court i n the case of an electric , gas or telephone util i ty 
or by the First District Court of Appeal ln the cas e of a water or 
sewer utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, 
Divis ion of Records and Reporting and fil i ng a copy of the notice 
of appeal and the filing fee with the appropriate court. This 
filing must be completed within thirty ( 30) d ays of the data this 
order becomes final, pursuant to Rule 9. 110 , Florida Rules of 
Appel late Procedure . The notice of appeal must be in the form 
specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
