"Companyll), pursuant to Rule 25-22.037, Florida Administrative 

Code, hereby moves the Florida Public Service Commission ("the 

Commission") for a thirty-day extension of time in which to 

respond to Order No. 25675 in the above-referenced docket, and as 

grounds therefore states: 

1. On February 3, 1992, the Commission issued Order No. 

25675 requiring Southern Bell to file traffic studies. The 

Order requires that Southern Bell extract data for fifty-nine 

(59) routes. Because of the large number of routes involved, the 

data processing will be significantly more complicated. 

Therefore, Southern Bell anticipates that it will need an 

additional thirty (30) days to comply with Order No. 25675. 

2. The requested extension will not prejudice any party to 

this proceeding and will facilitate a reasoned, informed decision 

by this Commission. 



WHEREFORE, Southern Bell Telephone and Telegraph Company 

respectfully requests that the Commission grant it a thirty-day 

extension until May 4, 1992, in which to respond to Order No. 

25675.
