FINAL ORDER CANCELLING PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATE

BY THE COMMISSION:

This Docket was originally brought to us as a recommendation
to require J.S. Trading Corporation (J.S.) to show cause why it
should not be fined for violation of Rule 25-4.0161(2), Florida
Administrative Code, or in the alternative have its Certificate No.
2612 cancelled in lieu of a fine. On August 27, 1992 we issued
order No. PSC-92-0890-FOF-TC requiring J.S. to show cause why it
should not be fined or subject to cancellation. Oon October 27,
1992 we issued Order No. PSC-92-1143-FOF-TC extending the deadline
for a response in recognition of notice problems arising from
Hurricane Andrew. On October 21, 1992, J.S. requested cancellation
of Certificate No. 2612. We find it appropriate to grant the
cancellation in lieu of a fine. Based on the foregoing it is

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW

is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice
should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative
hearing or judicial review will be gran-ed or result in the relief

sought.

Any party adversely affected by the Commission's final action
in this matter may request: 1) reconsideration of the decision by
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of
Records and Reporting within fifteen (15) days of the issuance of
this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida
Administrative Code; or 2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme
Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the
First District cCourt of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer
utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, Division of
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and
the filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be
completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance of this order,
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Civil Procedure. The
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a),
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
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
