1. Southern Bell is filing its Request for Confidential 

Classification for its Response to Production of Documents 

Request No. 174 and 176 because it deems the information 

requested as confidential and proprietary business in that it 

reflects competitive CPE information, complaint settlements, and 

tax return information still under review by the Internal Revenue 

Service.

Further, disclosure of information 

regarding settlements of complaints with interexchange carriers 

could impair Southern Bell's ability to negotiate in the future. 

With regard to the tax return information, the returns are still 

under review by the Internal Revenue Service and should be kept 

confidential until finalized. The information contained in 

Southern Bell's Responses to Production of Documents Request No. 

174 and 176, as more specifically described above, meets the 

statutory criteria, and should therefore be afforded confidential 

classification.
