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information to allow the targeting of lucrative markets. If this
were to occur, Southern Bell’s revenues could well be diminished
which would work to the ultimate detriment of Southern Bell’s
ratepayers.

In addition, included is information relating to facets of
the business of Bellcore. This information is proprietary
confidential business information under the terms of Section
364.183(3), Florida Statutes. Disclosure of this information
would harm the Company’s business operations and it would
disclose information concerning regional telephone companies
other than Southern Bell, all of which is ocutside the purview of
this audit.

Because this information contains proprietary information,
Southern Bell is filing this Notice of Intent to Request
Specified Confidential Classification, pursuant to Rule 25-
