12 local exchange companies' networks on the local 

13 exchange eo«npapiee • premises. Und.er this arrangement, 

14 the local exchange companiee are require.d to provide 

15 epace at deaignated pointe within their networks for 

16 locating (either virtually or p.hyeioally) the equipment 

11 of' compet.ing aeeeee providere. Therefore, with 

11 expanded interconnection, end user customers can 

19 utilize tbe loop facilitiee of the local exchange 

20 companies for connection to the LEC central office and 

2.1 then aeleet among· available access providers the 

~ special tranaport eervicea connecting the local 

23 - exchange. office to the desired interexchange carrier 

2A (IXC) point of pre .. nce (POP). This interconnection 

15 arrangeMnt: offers. to bring the benefits of special 

3 
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acce•• competition to greater number of end user 

2 cuatomera than would be possible with traditional 

3 alternati·ve access vendor (AAV) end to end service.

9 A. For purpoaea of expanded interconnection, the .FCC has 

10 described •physical• collocation as an arrangement 

!l •hereby the competitive acce•• provider (CAP) leases 

12 floor spac.e (and access to the floor space) within a 

13 LBC c·entral office for pu1·rposes of installing, 

14 maintaining and managing telecommu.nications equipment 

15 u•ed in the provision of competitive a.ccess services. 

16 Under thia ·-arrangement, the CAP peraonnel can gain 

11 ent.ry to tb.e.ir designated! space within the LEC central 

18 office (generally with se~urity eacort) to inst.all, 

19 maintain, and/or repair t .heir· own equipment.

21 Tbe PCC baa described •virtual• collocation (again for 

22 · purpoaea of expanded interconnection) as an arrangement 

23 whereby the. local exobang:e company installs, maintains 

2A and repair·• CAP designated tele-communications equipment 

25 uaed in the proviaion of competitive acoeaa service•

13 A. Interconnection opportunities should be available to 

14 all third parties including CAPe and IXCs and end 

IS uaen. The purpose of expanded interconnection is to 

16 promote eoapetition and to begin. to challenge the local 

17 excbaDge .,nopoly. Creating artificial · a>ar.riers to 

11 entry would preclude potential competitive alternatives 

19 and only slow the competitive process.

4 A. No. The adoption of expanded interconnection through 

5 thia docket will repreaent only an initial step in the 

6 effort• to ~reate poaaibilitie.a for real competition to 

7 develop in the market for local exchange acceaa 

8 aervice . Firat, this immediate proceeding addresses 

9 only .pecial ace••• aervicea • a very emall part of the 

10 local exchan.ge monopoly. The docket does not address 

11 the local loop and the end office liwitchea - the real 

12 core of the local bottleneck monapoly. Second, it will 

13 take eome time for competi tore to reapond to the new 

14 opportunitiea offered through expanded interconnection, 

15 t ,o develop and deploy compe·tit.ive networka, 

16 particularly on a atatewide baaia. Interconnection ia 

17 a neceaAry initial atep to begin the i .ntroduetion of 

18 CQ~~~Petition but it alone will not guarantee the 

19 developaent of coaepetition within the etate and it will 

20 not directly alter the exi•ting local exchange monopoly 

21 held by the LBC..

12 890183-TL, the Commission recognized the benefits of 

13 bringing competition to private line and special access 

14 cuata.u"s by establishing rules for the a·uthorization 

IS of altemativw access vendors (AAVa) • The adoptio·n of 

16 expan4ed interconnection would aupport this tradition 

17 by further facilitati.ng the. expansion of competition 

11 for ~ial access services.
