Turkey Creek Utilities sends approximately 50,000 gallons of 
treated effluent to a mixing lake on the No. 1 8  hole at Turkey 
Creek Country Club. The Turkey Creek Country Club mixes well 
water with this effluent and then uses this lake for spraying 
irrigation on the golf course. This has been done for the past 
17 years in the same manner.
