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In its application, Westchester stated that it is a nonprofit
corporation organized pursuant to Chapter 617, Florida Statutes;
that it will provide service solely to its members who own and
control it; and that it will provide wastewater service for which
it wvill provide its own billing. Water servioce will be provided by
Charlotte County Utilities. The service area is 22481 Westchester
Boulevard, Port Charlotte, Plorida 33980. Westchester has
attached its Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws showing the
requiresents f£or membership and that tha members’ voting rights are
one vots per unit of cwnership. Control of the corporation has
already passed to the mambers, wvho have 100% ownership of the
condominium. Westchester has provided a recorded Declaration,
setting forth that the land and facilities are part of the common
slements. In addition, Westchester has provided a recorded
Warranty Deed of one of the members which shows that the member
owns an undivided share in the common elements, theraby,
establishing proof of Westchester's ownership of the facilities and
continued use of the land vhere the facilities are located.

In addition, pursuant to Section 837.06, Florida Statutes, and
Rule 25-30.060(2) (f), Florida Administrative Code, anyone knowingly
saking a false statement in writing with tha intent to mislead is
guilty of a misdemsanor. By signing the application, John Hughes
acknovledged thet he is aware of Saection 837.06, Florida Statutes,
and the penalties for making false statements in the application.

Pased upon the facts as representsd, ve find that Westchester
Woods Condominium Association, Inc., 1s exempt from Commiseion
regqulation pursuant to the provisions of BSection 367.022(7),
Florida Statutss. Hovever, should there be any change in
circumstances or method of operation, a representative of the
Assoclation must inform the Commission within thirty days of such
change, so that ve may resvaluated Westchester Woods Condominium
Assoclation, Inc.,'s sxempt status.

It is, thereforae,

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that, based
upon the facts &8s represented, Westchesiter ¥oods Condominium
Assoclation, Ino., 22481 Westchester Blvd., Port Charlotta, FL
33980 is hereby exempt from Commission regulation pursuant to the
provisions of Section 367.022(7), Florida statutss. It is further

ORDERED that should there be any change in circumstances or
method of operation, a repressntative of Westchester Woods
Condominium Assoclation, Inc., shall inform the Commission within
thirty dayc. of such change so that Westchester Woode Condominium
