Issue 1: Recommendation that Southern States utilities, Inc.'s (SSU) motion 
for extension of time to initiate service availability charge filing be 
granted. SSU should file the service availability application by June 30, 
1995. SSU should be put on notice that further delay may warrant the 
initiation of a show cause proceeding. 
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Alternative Recommendation: Recommendation that Southern States Utilities, 
Inc.'s (SSU) motion for extension of time to initiate service availability 
charge filing be denied. Instead, 8 S U  should be required to show cause, in 
writing, why it should not be fined up to $5,000 a day, for its failure to 
file the service availability application by March 22, 1995. 

Issue 2: Recommendation that this docket remain open pending the outcome of 
the appeal and other matters which remain pending. 
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
