Dear Ms. Bayo: 

By this letter and pursuant to Rule 25-30.430, F.A.C., Southern States Utilities, Inc. ("Southern 
States") requests approval of a projected test year ending December 31, 1996 for a rate case 
(application and minimum filing requirements hereinafter referred to as the "Rate Application") 
to be filed within ninety (90) days of approval of this test year letter. Southern States proposes 
to use the projected twelve months ending December 31, 1995 as the basis for requesting interim 
rates pursuant to Section 367.082( l), Florida Statutes. The historical base year ended December 
31, 1994 and projected twelve months ending December 31, 1995 will be used as the basis for 
the December 31, 1996 projected test year. 

One hundred percent (100%) of the stock of Southern States is owned by Topeka Group 
Incorporated ("Topeka"). Thus, Topeka has ultimate ownership and operational control of 
Southern States. 

The Rate Application will include data and information relating to Southern States' land and 
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currently served by Southem States and OOU and the counties in which those service areas are 
located? 

The Company's total plant in service additions (including general plant) which have been placed 
in service in 1993 and 1994 for each of the service areas and which will be placed in service 
prior to the twelve months ending December 31, 1995 and December 31, 1996 are identified in 
Appendix B (major plant improvements and expansions also are identified). Southern States will 
seek to recover a retum on these plant investments as well as investments in general plant assets, 
increases in operations and maintenance expenses, administrative and general expenses, taxes, 
regulatory assessment fees and all other expenses which will be incurred to provide service to 
our customers for the twelve months ending December 31, 1996. 

Southern States intends to request recovery in the Rate Application of our investment in central 
laboratory facilities located in Volusia County (approximately $1.8 million) and associated costs 
of operating the laboratory. At present, Southern States expects that the majority of the required 
testing for our facilities statewide will be performed from the central laboratory by December 31, 
1995. 

Southern States intends to include pro forma expenses and/or investments for 1996 associated 
with (1) an emergency preparedness plan (approximately $331,000 in 1996 rate base); (2) 1996 
additions to our conservation program (approximately $329,000 additional expense); and (3) the 

been received by Southern States. There has been no request for a hearing filed by any interested 
party and the time for making such a request has lapsed. The Case Assignment and Scheduling 
Record ("CASR") indicates that a final order regarding the transfer is scheduled to be issued on 
July 3, 1995. Therefore, Southern States expects to own and be operating the OOU facilities 
throughout the projected test year ending December 31, 1996. 

Also, please be advised that Southern States has not included any administrative and 
general expenses for Lake Utilities, Inc. ("Lake") or Lakeside Golf, Inc. ("Lakeside") 
(acquisitions completed in March 1995). OOU's administrative and general expenses (net of 
Southern States' adjustments) will be included only for the projected test year ending December 
31, 1996. A portion of Southem States' consolidated administrative and general costs will be 
allocated to the service areas previously served by Lake Utilities, Inc. (interim and final), 
Lakeside Golf, Inc. (interim and final rates) and OOU service areas (final rates only). Thus, 
Southern States intends to request Commission approval of interim rates for customers in the 
Lake and Lakeside service areas but not the OOU service area (because the OOU transfer will 
not have been completed prior to the filing of the Rate Application). The OOU service area will 
be included for purposes of determining final rates only. 

'Please recall that Southern States legally merged with Lehigh Utilities, Inc. ("Lehigh") in 1993. 
- See "Order Acknowledging Corporate Reorganization," Order No. PSC-93-0500-FOF-WS issued 
April 5, 1993 in Docket No. 930086-WS. The land and facilities formerly owned and operated 
by Lehigh are now owned and operated by Southern States and will be included in the Rate 
Application. 
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implementation of salary adjustments required pursuant to a 1994 salary survey conducted for 
Southern States by an independent compensation consulting firm (approximately $1.5 million 
additional expense) to enable Southern States to retain qualified employees and reduce the 
historic attrition levels experienced by Southern States. 

The Rate Application also will include additional expenses incurred since rates were last 
established to meet the requirements of the Department of Environmental Protection including 
the lead and copper rules, sludge stabilization and disposal rules, testing and other requirements 
that have impacted operating costs since rates were last established. 

Pursuant to Rule 25-30.433, F.A.C., Southem States intends to use the thirteen month average 
balance for the purpose of determining rate base, including the working capital allowance, for 
the projected test year ending December 31, 1996. Pursuant to Section 367.082(5)(b)(l), F.S., 
and established Commission practice, Southern States will use the beginning and year end simple 
average rate base and one-eighth formula method of determining the working capital allowance 
and rate base for purposes of calculating interim rates. Both the beginning and year end simple 
average rate base and one-eighth formula were used by the Commission to establish rates for all 
service areas owned by Southern States and under Commission regulation in Southern States’ 
most recent rate proceedings. See Order No. PSC-93-0301-FOF-WS (issued February 25, 1993) 
(Lehigh), Order No. PSC-93-0423-FOF-WS (issued March 22, 1993) (127 systems), Order No. 
PSC-93-1070-FOF-WS (issued July 23, 1993) (Marco Island). Pursuant to Section 
367.082(5)(b)(3), F.S., Southern States intends to use the return on equity range used by the 
Commission in Order No. PSC-93-1070-FOF-WS from Docket No. 920655-WS (issued July 23, 
1993) (Southern States’ most recent individual rate proceeding) to calculate the revenue 
requirement deficiency for the interim test year ending December 31, 1995. For final rates, 
Southern States will use the Commission’s leverage graph formula in effect on the date of filing 
of the Rate Application, adjusted to recognize (1) the deviation of Southem States’ effective bond 
rating from the Baa2 rating used by the Commission and (2) additional risks to which Southern 
States is exposed which are not considered by the Commission’s leverage graph formula. 

Finally, Southern States anticipates filing service availability charge information and requests with 
the Rate Application. 

Subsection 367.081(3), Florida Statutes, provides that: 

The commission, in fixing rates, may determine the prudent cost of 
providing service during the period of time the rates will he in 
effect following the entry of a final order relating to the rate 
request of the utility and may use such costs to determine the 
revenue requirements that will allow the utility to earn a fair rate 
of return on its rate base. 

Subsection 367.081(2)(a) further provides that: 
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The commission shall also consider the investment of the utility in 
land acquired or facilities constructed or to be constructed in the 
public interest within a reasonable time in the future, not to exceed, 
unless extended by the commission, 24 months from the end of the 
historical test period used to set final rates. 

These sections of the Florida Statutes indicate that the projected test year ending December 31, 
1996 should be used to establish final rates in the Rate Application. The 1996 projected test year 
is appropriate because it coincides with the in service dates of plant additions and improvements 
which total more than $1 1 million. This magnitude of major plant improvements and expansions 
to occur in 1996 establish that the requested projected test year is more representative of 
Southern States’ utility operations than a historical period. 

As the Commission is aware, Southern States’ current rates for the vast majority of our service 
areas were established based on 1991 information. SSU’s actual earned return on common equity 
in 1994 for FPSC jurisdictional utility operations was negative for both water (-.07%) and 
wastewater (-.02%) service. These negative returns are unacceptable from an investor standpoint, 
particularly since the return can be expected to deteriorate further without immediate rate relief. 
This problem is exacerbated by the fact that the Company is averaging approximately $20 million 
of capital additions per year. The primary causes for these additions are compliance with safety 
and regulatory mandates. Due to on-going capital addition requirements, unless a projected 1996 
test year is used in this rate application, SSU will continue to suffer a significant revenue 
recovery lag relating to the cost of providing service. Clearly, the use of a projected test year 
is imperative. If not included in this Rate Application, 1996 plant in service investments in the 
magnitude of those identified above likely would require Southern States to file another general 
rate application immediately upon completion of the Commission’s consideration of this proposed 
rate application -- at significant cost to Southern States and our customers. Also, if the 
Commission approves the 1996 test year for this filing, an order establishing final rates would 
not be expected until at least March 1996. Considering Southern States’ experience in previous 
rate proceedings, reconsideration requests are likely which could, depending on the circumstances, 
delay implementation of final rates until the third quarter of 1996.3 Therefore, even a 1996 
projected test year can be expected to result in a significant revenue lag since rates to reflect 
1996 projected revenue requirements will not become effective on January 1, 1996, but rather 

Disposing of a motion for reconsideration usually takes several months. For instance, in 
Docket No. 911188-WS, an order establishing final rates was issued February 25, 1993. The 
Commission’s order disposing of reconsideration requests was not issued until July 12, 1993 
(more than four months after the final order was issued). In Docket No. 920199-WS, an order 
establishing final rates was issued March 22, 1993. The Commission’s order disposing of 
reconsideration requests was not issued until November 2, 1993 (more than seven months after 
the final order was issued). In Docket No. 920655-WS, an order establishing final rates was 
issued July 23, 1993. The Commission’s order disposing of reconsideration requests was not 
issued until December 3, 1993 (more than four months after the final order was issued). 
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a number of months thereafter. 

Section 367.082(1), Florida Statutes provides that: 

... interim rates may be based upon a test period different from the 
test period used in the request for permanent rate relief. Upon 
application by a utility, the commission may use the projected test- 
year rate base when determining the interim rates or revenues 
subject to refund. 

The 1995 year for interim rates is appropriate because Southern States will make approximately 
$26 million of major plant in service investments in 1995 and implementation of interim rates 
to begin recovery of these investments likely will not occur until the third quarter of 1995. These 
investments are identified in Appendix B. As will be demonstrated in the Rate Application, the 
effect of these investments and other cost increases to be incurred through 1995, without interim 
rate relief, would deprive Southern States of the opportunity to collect rates sufficient to earn the 
minimum of the range of rate of return last authorized for Southern States. The magnitude of 
these investments and cost increases, and the fact that nine months of 1995 will have passed 
before interim rates can be expected to become effective, provide overwhelming evidence that 
the twelve months ending December 31, 1995 must be used for interim rate purposes as the best 
representation of Southem States’ revenue requirements. For these reasons, we request approval 
of our use of the projected test year ending December 31, 1995 to determine interim rates. 

Finally, please be advised that Southern States also will be represented by Kenneth A. Hoffman, 
Esq. and William J. Willingham, Esq. of the law firm of Rutledge, Ecenia, Underwood, Purnell 
& Hoffman, P.A. in this proceeding.
