BELLSOUTH’S RESPONSE AND OBJECTIONS TO
METROPOLITAN FIBER SYSTEMSB OF FLORIDA, INC.'’S
FIRST REQUEST FOR PRODUCTION

COMES NOW BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. ("BellSouth" or
"Company”®), and filas, (1) pursuant to Rule 25-22.034, Florida
Adminjistrative Code, and Rules 1.280(c) and 1.350 of the Florida
Rules of Civil Procedure, its Responszes and Objectians to
Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Florida, Inc.’s ("MFS") First
Requast for Production of Documents dated Dacenber 14, 1995, and
(2) Motion for Protective Order.

GENERAL RESPONSE AND OBJECTIONS

BallSouth makes the following General Objections to MFs’s
First Set of Regquests for Production of Documents which will be
incorporated by reference into BellScuth’s specific responses
vhen lts Responses are served on MFS.

1. BallSouth has interpreted MFS’s requasts to apply to
BellSouth’s regulated intrastate operations in Florida and will
limit its Anawefs accordingly. To the extent that any request is
intended to apply to matters other than Florida intrastate
operations subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission,

BellSouth objects to such request as irralevant, overly broad,

unduly burdensome, and oppressive.
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a. Ballsouth objects to each and every reguest to the
axtant that such request calls for information which is exempt
from discovery ﬁy virtua of the attornay-client privilegae, work
product privilage, or other applicable privilage.

3. BellSouth objects to each and every requeet insofar as
the request is vague, ambiguous, overly broad, imprecise, or
utilizes terms that are subject to multiple interpratations but
are not properly defined or explained for purposes of these
requests. Any Responses provided by BellSouth in responsa to
MFS8’s regquests will be provided subject to, and without waiver
of, the foregoing objection.

4, Bell3outh objects to each and every request insofar as
the regquest 13 not reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery
of admissible evidence and is not relevant to the subject matter
of this action. BellSouth will attempt to note each instancas
whera this objaction applies.

5. BellSouth objects to MFS’s general instructions,
definitions or specific discovery requests inscofar as they seek
to impose obligations on BellSouth which exceed the reguirements
of the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure or Florida law.

6, BellSouth objects to providing information to the
extent that such information is already in the public record
before the Flogida Public Service Commission.

7. BallSouth objeats to each and avery request, general
instruction, or definition insofar as it is unduly burdensome,

expenaive, oppressive, or excessively time consuming as written.



8, BellSouth objects to each and every request to the
extent that the information requested constitutes "trade secrets"
which are priviieged pursuant to Section 90.506, Florida
Statutes. Conseguently, BellSouth moves the Prehearing Officer
to issue a Protective Order directing that discovery be had only
under cartain conditions, to the extent that MFS’s reguests seek
proprietary confidential business information which is not
subject of tha "trade secrate" privilege. BellSouth will make
such information available to counsel for MFS pursuant to an
appropriate Protective Agreement, subject to any othar general or
spacific objections contained herein.

9, BellSouth is a large corporation with employees located
in many different locations in Florida and in other states. In
the coursa of its business, BellSouth creates countless documents
that are not subject to florida Public Service Commission or FCC
retention of records requirements. These documents are kept in
numerous locations and are frequently moved from site to site as
employees change jobas or as the business is reorganiced.
Therefore, it is posaible that not every document hag been
provided in response to thase discovery requests. Rather, these
responses provide all of the informaticn obtained by BellSouth
after a reasonable and diligent search conducted in connection
with this discévery reguest. BellSouth has complied with MF8’s
request that a search he conducted of those files that are
reasonably expected to contain the requested information. To the

extent that the discovery reguest purports te regquire more,
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Bellsouth objects on the grounds that compliance would impose an
undue burden or expense.

10. Bellsﬁﬁth objects to each and every request to the
extent that such requests seek to impose an cbligation on
BellSouth to rsspond on hehalf of gsubsidiaries, affiliatesz, or
other persons that are not parties to this case on the grounds
that such reguests are overly broad, unduly burdensome,
oppreassive, and not permitted by applicable discovery rules.

11. Bellsouth objaects to each and every request to the
extent that they seek information in the nature of market
research. BellSouth should not be regquired to provide to a
competitor information which BellSouth has compiled or which
BellSouth has paid to have compiled and allow a compatitor to
have the benafit of such information.

Subject to, and without waiver of, the foregoing general
objections, BellSouth enters the following specific responses
to MFS’'s requests:

12. With respect to Request No. 1, pursuant to the General
Objections stated above, BellSouth specifically objects to this
request on the grounds that MFS prépounded interrogatories to
BellSouth that covered a vast spactrum of topics and subjects.
In order to attenpt to respond to these interrogatoriaes,
BellSouth "raferred to or relied upon" a voluminous amount of
information. BellSouth therefore objects on the grounds that

this request is overly broad, unduly burdenscme, and oppressive.



13. With'raipcct toc Request No. 2, pursuant to the General
Objections stated. above, BellSouth specifically objects to this
request on the drounds zet forth in the individual specific
objections made by BellSouth as set forth in BellSouth'’s
Objections to MFS’ First Set of Interrogatories which is being
servad on MFS contemporaneously with these objectiona. Such
specific objections are incorporated herein by specific reference
therato. In an effort to be responsive, however, BallSouth
refers MFS to BellSouth’s responses to Request Nos. 3, 4, and 9.

14. With reapact to Request No. 3, BellSouth will produca
responsive documents that are in its possession, custody, or
control at a mutually convenient time and place subject to the
Motion for Protective Order set forth above.

15, With respect to Reguest No. 4, BellSouth will produce
responsive documents that are in its possession, custody, or
control at a mutually convenient time and place. To the extent
this request calle for information that is a matter of public
racord before the Florida Public Service Commission, BellSouth
ocbjects on the grounds that such information is equally available
to MFS.

36. With respect to Request No. 5, BellSouth has no
documents responsiva to this request in its possession, custody,
or control. k4

17. With respect to Request No. 6, BellSouth has no
documents responsive to this request in its possession, custody,

or control.
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18. With respect to Regquest No. 7, BellSouth has no
documents responsive to this raquest in its possession, custody,

or control.

19. With respect to Request No. 8, BellSouth has no
documents rasponsive to this request in its possession, custody,
or control.

20. With respect to Request No. 9, BellSouth will produce
respongive documents that are in its possession, custody, or
control at a mutually conveniant time and place subject to the
Motion for Protective Order set forth above.
