are, in its opinion, entitled to such treatment. The remainder of
any such materials and information which OPC has taken possession
of pursuant to this Temporary Protective Order will be returned to
SSU by OPC pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(5) (c).

WHEREFORE, SSU respectfully moves the Commission for a
Temporary Protective Order covering the above described documents
provided to OPC.
