Yes. Section 252(e)(1) expressly requires that “any interconnection agreement adopted by
2




negotiation or arbitration shall be submitted for approval to the State commission. A
State commission to which an agreement is submived shall approve or reject the
agreement, with written findings as to any deficiencies.” (Emphasis added.) Section
252(e)(2) provides that an arbitrated agreement must be reviewed against the requirements
of section 251, including the FCC regulations presecribed thereunder, and the standard-
icz section 252(d). Section 251 contemplates consideration of the “particular terms and
conditions” of agreements necessary to implement that section. See § 251(c)(1).
