Pursuant to Rules 25-22.034 and 25-037(2), Florida Administrative Code, and Rule
1.350(b), Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, American Communications Services, Inc., and
American Communications Services of Jacksonville, Inc. (“*ACSI”), hereby submits this Motion
to Shorten Time for BellSouth’s Response to ACSI’s Second Request for Production of Documents
and as grounds therefore state:

1. On September 17, 1996, ACSI served its Second Request for Production of
Documents on BellSouth, numbered 17 through 23. Pursuant to Order No. 96-0933-PCO-TP
issued in Docket 960833-TP, issued July 17, 1996 and Order No. 96-1138-PCO-TP in Docket
