AMENDATORY ORDER

On December 31, 1996, the Florida Public Service Commission
issued Order No. PSC-96-1579-FOF-TP in Dockets Nos. 960833-TP,
960846-TP and 960916-TP. However, due to scrivener’s error, two
amendments to that Order are necessary.

First, on Page 25 of the Order, the word "not" was
inadvertently excluded from the last sentence in the first full
paragraph. That sentence should, therefore, read, "In other
words, the costs should not exclude the current network
structure."

The second correction to be made is on Page 27 in the first
sentence of the third paragraph. In that sentence, the word
"gsufficient" should be replaced so that the sentence reads,
"Under cross-examination MCI witness Wood acknowledged that there
could be highly irregularly shaped CBGs, such that the cable
sizing algorithms in the Hatfield model would generate
insufficient distribution facilities to serve all customers in
the CBG."

Incorporating the foregoing amendments, Order No. PSC-96-
1579-FOF-TP is reaffirmed in all other respects.
