After reviewing the application in the above referenced docket, the stafl has identified the
following questions and deficiencies, which need 1o be answered and corrected.

As we discussed, the utility's territory overlaps the territory granted to Sun County Estates
formerly CHC2 Limited. Staff will recommend correcting the problem of overlapping territory
at the Agenda Conference. Listed on Attachment A is the proposed territory description for
Bahia Oaks Units One and Two. These two descriptions can be simplified into one descriplion.
If the utility chooses to do this please submit the description on diskette. Also, please look over
the descriptions in detail, and advise if the description is correct. Il you need a copy of the maps,

| 1. As required by Rule 25-30.036(3)j), Florida Administrative Code, provide a statement
describing the capacity of the existing lines, the capacity of the treatment facilities, and the design
capacity of the proposed extension. The statement provided did not specily the capacity of the
treatment facility. How many wells does the utility have? Please resubmit,
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2. As required by Section 367.045(1)a), Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-30.030, Florida
Administrative Code, the utility must provide notice of the application and provide affidavits that
the notice was given. The notice must be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the
territory proposed to be served. The affidavits provided for the customer notice and the entitie:
of the Marion County list did not include a copy of the notice sent. The affidavit and notice
must be filed together. Therefore, please resubmit. If you have any questions, please contact Ms.
Alice Crosby at 413-6222.

3. As required by Rule 25-30.036(3)Xd), Florida Administrative Code, provide evidence
that the utility owns the land upon which the utility treatment facilities that will serve the
proposed terrilory are located or a copy of an agreement, such as a 99-year lease. The utility
provided a lease, but the lease is not recorded. Please record it and resubmit.

4. As required by Rule 25-30.036(3)0), Florida Administrative Code, provide the original
and two copies of sample 1arifY sheets reflecting the additional service area.  The tariff sheets
filed need to change to reflect the arca in Attachment A. Attached please find our proposed
changes. Please refilc Sheets Nos. 2.0 and the sheets for the additional area.

5. As required by Rule 25-30.036(3Xp). Florida Administrative Code, the utility must
provide Certificate No. 390-W for possible amendment.
