Under Rule 25-24.515(8), Florida Administrat ive Code, p a y 
telephones must allow incoming calls to be received unless they are 
located at a confinement facility, hospital, school, or another 
location specifically exempted by this Commission. Requests for an 
exemption from this requirement must be accompanied by an 
attestation by the owner of the pay telephone, the location 
provider, and the chief of the responsible law en~orcement agency 
that the request is made to deter criminal activity at that pay 
telephone. 

GTE Florida Incorporated has filed a Request to Block Incoming 
Calls form for each of the pay telephones listed below. The 
request includes an attestation by GTE Florida Incorporated, the 
location provider, and the chief of police that the request is made 
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in order to deter criminal activity facilitated by incoming calls 
being receive d at the pay telephones.

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order, issued as 
proposed agency action, shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the f orm provided by Rule 25-22.036, 
Florida Administrative Code, is received by the Director , Division 
of Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Florida 32399-0850, by the close of business on the date set forth 
in the "Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial Review" attached 
hereto .
