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Please flle one copy of the map and an original and five copies of the updated territory 
description as soon as possible, but no later than March 19, 1997 with the Director, Division of 
Records and Repo.rting.

b) Matea and Bounds - A point ot beginning which 1a 
referenced from either a section corner or a subsection 
corner, such as a quarter corner. The perilleter shall be 
described by traversing the proposed territory an.d 
closing at the point ot beginning. Also, the description 
shall include all bearings and distances necessary to 
provide a continuous description. 

3) References to interstates, state roads, and major bodies of 
vater are acceptable. 

4) References to government lots, local streets, recorded plats 
or lots, tracts, or other recorded instruments are J12t 
ar.ceptable.
