Pursuant to Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code,
Sprint-Plorida, Inc. {"S8print” or the "Company") files this Request
for Specified Confidential Classification for certain information
provided to the Staff in this docket, and says:

2. In accordance with FPSC Rule No. 25-22.006, F.A.C., a
copy of the documente with the information the Company considera to
be proprietary has been filed under a separate cover as Exhibit *"A"
toc this request and has the confidential information highlighted
for identification purposes. In accordance with Rule 25-22.006,
Florida Administrative Cocde, the Company hae appended hereto as
Exhibit "B" one edited copy of the confidential documents with the
confidential information blacked out ("redacted®}.

what penalties or ill effects on the Company or its ratepayers will
resulr from the disclosure of the information to the public. The
Company has identified thie confidential information on a line-by-
line basis, and has appended the required line-by-line
identification and justitications hereto ag Exhipit "C."

4. The information for which confidential treatment is
requested hae not besn disclosed, except pursuant to a protective
agreement that provides that the information will not be released
to the public.

7. For all the foregoing reasons, Sprint respectfully urges
the Commission to claesify the above-described and discussed
documents as proprietary confidential bueiness information pursuant
to Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code, and as such exempt
from Chapter 11%, Florida Statutes.

WHEREFORE, SPRINT-FLORIDA, INC. moves the Commission to enter
an Order declaring the documents claimed to be confidential in this
request are proprietary confidential business information pursuant
to Section 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code.

The information included in the satudies i3 completely or
substantially AT&T traffic information. The public disclosure of
this information would allow competitor . of AT&T an undue advantage
in pinpointing those routes or segment of routes which are most
susceptible to competition. The information is even more detailed,
and is at least as sensitive and es useful to .ompetitors aa the
capacity information which the Ccmmission held was entitled to
cenfidential status in Order No. 21362, lasued June 9, 1989.

No public benefit would offset the harm which would be caused by
the public disclosure fo this information.
