1997. the C1t1zens flied a protest of the proposed 

agency ec:tion·order and requested the Commission to hold an evidentiary heanno 

pursuant to section 120.57(1), Florida Statutes. on Quincy's request to chanye 1ts 

depreciation rates, and 
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WHEREAS, the patties wish to avoid the expense and uncertainty at th1s teme of 

engaging in such a proceeding. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows 

1. The Citizens agree to wrthdraw theer protest of proposed agency acteon 

and petition for a section 120.57(1) hearing on the condition that the Flor1da Public 

Service Commission accepts this agreement. 

2. Quincy agrees that the Citizens may litigate or othei'Wise contest the 

appropriateness of .,Y or all of the depreciation rates contained 1n the proposed 

agency action order at .,y time that Quincy seeks rates based in whole or in part on 

those depreciation rates.
