NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORDER APPROVING TRANSFER 
OF OWNERSHIP AND CONTROL 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected fil es a petition for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 029, Florida Administrative Code. 

Pursuant to Section 364.33, Florida Statutes , a person may not 
acquire ownership or control of any telecommunications facility, or 
any extension thereof for the purpose of providing 
telecommunications services to the public, including the 
acquisition, transfer, or assignment of majority organizational 
control or controlling stock ownership, without prior approval from 
this Commission . 

By letter dated February 18, 1997, L.D . Services , Inc. d /b/a 
L.D.S. Telecommunicat ions, Inc. (L .D.S .), holder of Interexchange 
Telecommunications Certificate Number 4073, and IXC Long Distance, 
Inc . (IXC-LD) holder of Interexchange Telecommunications 
Certificate Number 4031, jointly requested approval of transfer of 
ownership and control of L. D. S. t o IXC-LD. As of January 17, 1997, 
IXC-LD and L.D.S. executed a Stock Acquisition Agreement and Plan 
of Merger, whereby IXC-LD will acquire ownership and cont r ol of 
L.D . S. L.D.S. ha& ~tated that it will continue to operate under 
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its own name and will remain the holder of Interexchange 
Telecommunications Certificate Number 4 073 . The transaction will 
be virtually transparent to L. D. S. customers in terms of the 
services they receive. Similarly, the proposed transaction will 
have no effect on the operation of IXC-LD , which will continue to 
provide telecommunications services to intrastate customers 
pursuant to its existing authorizations. 

We determine that the transfer of ownership and control of 
L.D.S. to IXC- LD is in the public interest and, accordingly, we 
hereby approve the transfer.

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission th::1t the 
transfer of ownership and control of L. D. Serv ices, Inc . d/b/a 
L.D.S. Telecommunications, Inc. t o IXC Long Distance, Inc. is 
hereby approved .

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order, issued as proposed 
agency action, shall become final and effective unless an

In the absence of such a petition, this order shall become 
effective on the day subsequent to the above date as provided by 
Rule 25-22.029(6), Florida Administrative Code. 

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance dat~ of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 
described above, any party substantially affected may request 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director, Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing 
fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be completed 
within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
