BY THE COMMISSION : 

NOTICE is hereby given by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the a ction discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding , 
pursuant t o Rule 25-22 . 029 , Florida Administrative Code . 

On August 9, 1996, United Tele~hone Company of Florida, d/b/a 
Sprint/United Telephone-Florida (Sprint) , submit ted a peti t ion 
containing four requests for waiver of Rul e 25-24 (515) (8) , Florida 
Administrative Code, to block incoming calls from certain pay 
telephone stations. Rule 25- 24 . 515 ( 8) , Florida Administrative 
Code, states in part that: 

Requests for exemption from the r e quirement that each 
telephone station allow incoming calls sha ll be 
a ccompanied by a completed FORM PSC/CMU-2 (12/94), 
entitled Request to Block Incoming Calls, which is 
incorporated into this rule by reference. 
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24.515(8), Florida Administrative Code. Our staff brought this to 
Sprint's attention and also mailed Sprint the correct forms to 
complete. Our staff then contacted Sprint several times, by 
telephone and by mail, in the months following to ensure that the 
proper forms would be submitted. 

On December 31, 1996, staff sent the company a final wr itten 
request for submission of the proper forms. Thereafter, Sprint 
assured staff that the rorms would be submitted n o later than 
January 15, 1997. In February , 1997, staff contacted Sprint a~~ i n 

by telephone to request the forms. As of the date of this 
decision, May 6, 1997, Sprint has not submitted the proper forms to 
us. Upon consideration, we hereby den y Sprint's waiver requests. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commiss~on that United 
Telephone Company of Florida, d /b/a Sprint/United Telephone­
Florida's request for a waiver of Rule 25-24 (5 15 )( 8 ) , to block 
incoming calls, is denied. I t is further 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Otder , issued as propo sed 
agency action, shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the form provided by Rule 25-22 . 036 ,
