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AFFIDAVIT OF MITCHELL A. KUPINSKY 

Mitchell A. Kupinsky, being duly sworn, hereby states as follows: 

1. I am the Executive Vice President and CEO of Telenet of South Florida, Inc. 
(“Telenet”), and I am directly involved in, and knowledgeable concenling, Teleiiet’s operations and 
customer relationships. 

2. Telenet is a certificated alternative local exchange carrier in the State of Florida, 
providing service to approximately 250 customers in the south Florida area. Telenet’s services 
present an economical competitive altemative ro callers for calls within the South Florida LATA that 
contains Palm Beach, Broward and Dade Couities. 

3. Thepupose ofthis Affidavil is to support Telenet’s Motion for Stay pursuant to Rule 
25-22.061(2) of the Florida Administrative C.ode. delaying the effectiveness of the Commission’s 
Order in the arbitration proceeding with BellSouth, and thereby preventing BellSouth from 
terminating senrice to Telenet as planned on June 13, 1997. 

4. Telenet’s ability to provide service to its customers depends entirely on the use of call 
fonvarding services purchased from BellSouth. In the event that BellSouth terminates provision of 
call fonvarding services to Telenet on June 13, 1997 as it threatens to do, all of Telenet’s operations, 
and service to every customer \vi11 cease iimnedintely. 

5 .  IfBellSouth terminates call fonvnrding services to Telenet on June 13, 1997, it will 
cause irreparable harm to Telenet’s operations, and Telenet’s credibility as a competitive provider 
of telecommunications services. Not only will this cause significant monetary losses, but it will also 
make it virtually impossible for Telenet to regain customers whose services have been interrupted 
by the termination. Many, if not all of them will revert back to making their calls with BellSouth 
i t  may be impossible to persuade them to return if and when Telenet reaches an interconnection 
agreement with BellSoutli. 
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There is no apparent reason why BellSouth could not continue to provide senice to 
g conclusion of an appropriate interconnection agreement between the companies, 
by the Commission in its arbitration order. Since Telenet has determined t b t  it will 

&T Interconnection Agreement as offered by BellSouth in April, 1997, there is 
ve further interconnection negotiations, and no compelling need for a temi1lation 

ough failure to grant the stay would cause irreparable harm to Teleiiet and its 
of the Commission’s arbitration order represented by the stay would not cause 
outh, nor would it cause any iiijury to the public. Granting the requested stay 

would allow Telenet the ability to preserve its operations while entering the new relationship with 
BellSouth: this would be in the public interest, since it would foster additional intra-LATA 
competition, and it would avoid undue and unnecessary disruption to Telenet’s customers.
