RE: DOCKET NO. 950'1~-TL - Resolution by City Commiss i on o f Haines City 
requesting extended area service (EAS) from J:aines Ci t y t!.<cha'lgc to all 
exchanges within Polk County. 

Issye 1: Is there a suffic1ent com.mu.1ity of interes t t o j ust1fy 
implementing EAS, as currently defined in the Commi s slon rules, or 
implemer.ting Extended Calling Service (ECS), or an alternative loll 
proposal on any of the following routes:

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Becomm~ndation: No. Based on the evidence presented in this docket, staff 
does not believe that a sufficient community of interest exists to justify 
a survey of Haints City residents to implement non-optional EAS to all 
exchanges within Polk County. With the exception of the Haines 
City/Lakeland. )Ute and Haines City/Polk City route, staff does not believe 
that a sufficient community of interest exists to warrant an alternative 
toll relief plan on any of the remaining routes. Staff notes the Haines 
City to Polk City route warrants toll relief to avoid leapfrogging. 
Specifically, staff recommends that th€ Commission order GTEFL to implement 
ECS on the Haines City/Lakelat"J route and Haines City/Polk City route. 
Residential customers should pay $.25 per call regardless of durlltion, and 
business calls should be rated at $.10 for the iirst minute and $.06 for 
each additional minute. Pay telephone providers should charge end users 
$.25 per message and pay the standarrl measured interconnection usage 
charge. IXCs may continue to carry the same type of traffic on those 
routes that they are now authorized to carry. ECS should be implemented on 
these routes as soon as possible but not to ~~ceed six months ftom the 
issuance of an order resulting from th1s recol1Uiendation. 

Issue Zi What other community of interest factors should be considered in 
determining if either EAS, ECS, or an alternative toll plan should be 
implemented'? 
Recommendation: Other community of interest ractors may include location 
of schools, fire and pol ice departments, medical and emerge1;cy faci 1 i ties, 
access to local qoverr~ent, location of workplace, and access to goc~s and 
services, such as shopping centers and location of social activitie~ 
(theater, sports, etc). 
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Issue 3: I f a sufficient commuhi ty o f iz.terest J.S f ound ,.," any o f these 
r 0utes, what is the economic impac~ of each plan on t he c ustome r and the 
company (summarized in chart form and discus~ed in deta 1l l?

Recommendatign: 
A) If the Commission denies staff's recommendation in Issue 1 and 

determines that EAS is warranted, the 25/25 plan with reqruuping is 
calculated by adding tw~.lty-!ive percent <25%) of the rote group schedule 
for the number of access lines to be newly included 1n the exchar.-Je' s 
calling scope. The regrouping additive is the differenc e in rates between 
the exchange's original rate group and the new rate group into which the 
exchange will fall wlth its expanded calling scope. 

Bl The evidence presented does not ~UJ'p~rt an alternative toll plan. 
C) Under ECS, residential customers S1.~uld pay $. 2~ pe r coll reqardless 

of duration, and business calls should be rr.ted at ~.1 0 ! vr tne first 
minute and $.06 for each additional minute. 

OJ The evidence presented does not support any e theL toll relief plans. 

Staff notes that the revenue impact data for (AJ ~nd (r J ~ere provided 
under confidential cover. 
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lssu~ 4: Should subscribers be required to pay an additive as a 
prerequisite to implementation of EAS? If so, how much of a payment is 
required and how long should it last? 
RecQmmendation: Yes. If the Con~ission denies staff's recommendation in 
Issue land ~~termines that the Haines City subscribers should be balloted 
for EAS, the subscribers should be required to pay an additive. 
Specifically, the subscribers should be balloted under the 25/2~ plan witt 
regrouping. The 25/25 plan should remain in pffect for no more than 4 
years, after which time this additiv~ should be removed. !f ECS is 
determined to be appropriate, no additive is needed. 

Issue 5: If a sufficient community of intere.:>t is found, wh.:~t are the 
appropriate rates and char~es for the plan to be implemented on these 
routes or route'? 
Recommendation: If EAS is determined to be appropriate, staff re~ommends 
the rates be dete~ined under the 25/25 plan with regTvuping. However, if 
the Commission determines that ECS should be implemented, staff believes 
that residential customers should pay $.25 per message regardless of 
d~ration, and business calls should be rated at $.10 for the first minute 
and $.06 for each additional minute. Pay telephone providers should charge 
end users $.25 per message and pay the standard interconnection usage 
charge. 
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Issue 6; Should this docket be closed? 
Recommendation: If the Commission determir.es Lhat the Haines Cj ty 
subscribers should be balloted for EAS, then this docket should remain open 
pending the outcome of the ballot. If the Commission determines that ECS 
is appropriate, then this docket should be closed. In addition, if the 
Commission ~~nies staff's recommendation in Issue 1 and further determines 
that no toll relief should be granted, this docket should be closed.
