On July 14, 1997, the Florida Public Service Commission (the "Commission”)
issued Order No. PSC-97-0839-FOF-WU suspending the final rates proposed by The
Hobe Sound Water Company ("Hobe Sound”) in the above-referenced docket and
authorizing Hobe Sound to implement an interim rate increase upon satisfying certain
conditions. Hobe Sound, however, has decided not to implement the authorized
interim rate increase. Accordingly, Hobe Sound will not: notify its customers of the
interim rates; file a revised tariff; provide a bond, letter of credit or escrow agreement;
