NOTICE OF PROPOS ED AGENCY ACTION ORDER I MPOSING 
FINE AND REQU I RING PAYMENT OF REGULATORY ASSESSMENT 
FEES OR CANCELING INTEREXCHANGE TELECOMMUNICATIONS 

CERT IFICATE AND DIRECTING CERTIFICATED INTEREXCHANGE 
TELECOMMUN1CATI ONS PROVIDERS 

TO DISCONTINUE SERVICE 

BY THE COMMISSI ON : 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Fl orida Public Service 

Commission that the action dis c ussed herein is preliminary in 

nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 

s ubstantially affected files a petition for a formal p roceeding , 

pursuant to Rule 25- 22.029, Florida Administrative Code . 

Starlink Communicatio ns , LLC (Starlink o r the company) , an 

interexchange telecommunic atio ns carrier ( IXC) , cur r ently holds 

certificate of public convenience and necessity number 44 12 , issued 

by the Commi s sion on May 29 , 1996 , authorizing t he provision of 

interexchange telecommunications service. Starlin k has not pa id 

the regulatory assessment fees required by Section 364.336 , Florida 
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Statutes, and Rule 25-4.0161 , Florida Administrative Code , : o r ~he 

year 1996. The regulatory assessment fee form was mailed t o 

Starlink in December , 1996 , for the period of January 1, 1996, 

through December 31 , 1996 . Pursuant to Ru le 25-4. 0161 (2 ) , tl o ri:ia 

Administrative Code , the form and applicable fees are due to the 

Florida Public Service Commission by January 30 of the subsequent 

year . Starlink was notified of its delinquenc y o n June 3 , 1997 . 

The company has been given adequa te opportunity to pay . To date , 

the Commission ' s correspondence regarding the regulatory assessment 

fees has been returned by the post o ffi ce , and Starlink has not 

paid the required fees . 

For the reason described above , pursuant to Rule 25 -

24 . 474 (1) (b) and (c) , Florida Administrative Code , we finci it 

appropriate to c ancel Starlink ' s certificate, unless the company 

pays a $500 fine for failure to comply with Section 364 . 336 , 

Florida Statutes , and Rule 25-4 . 0161 , Florida Administrative Code , 

and remits all past due regulatory assessment fees , along o,.:ith 

statutory penalties and interest charges , to the Florida Public 

Service Commission . Starlink must comply with these requirements 

within five business days from the date this Order becomes final. 

The fine will be remitted to the Comptroller for deposit in the 

State of Florida General Revenue Fund , pursuant to Sectio n 364 . 516, 

Florida Statutes . 

When the appropriate fees , statutory penalties , interest 

charges, and fine are received , this docket shall be closed . 

Should Starlink fail to comply with this Order within five business 

days from the date this Order becomes final , Starlink shall have 

its certificate canceled and the docket will be closed . The 

cancellation of the certificate and the closing of the docket in no 

wa y diminishes Starlink ' s obligation to pay applicable delinquent 

regulatory assessment fees , statutory penalties , and interest 

charges . 

Should Starlink ' s certificate be canceled , all certificated 

interexchange carriers in the State of Florida are instructed to 

discontinue service to Starlink , pursuant to Rule 25-24 . 4701(3) , 

Florida Administrative Code , Provision of Regulated 

Telecommunications Service to Uncertificated Resellers Prohibited . 

Any certificated interexchange carriers providing service to 

Starlink must contact the Commission at the c o nclusion of the 

response period indicated herein in order to determine if 

Starlink ' s certificate has been canceled. 
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Based o n the for e going , it is 

ORDERED b y the Flo r ida Public Service Commission that Starlink 

Communica tio n s , LLC mu s t pay the past due r egulatory assessmen t 
fees , statutor y penalties , i n teres t charges , a nd a $500 fine to the 
Florid a Public Se r vice Commissio n f o r failu r e t o comply with 
Section 364.3 3 6 , Flo rida Statutes , a nd Rule 25-4 . 0161 , Florida 
Administrative Cod e , within f i ve business days from the date this 
Order becomes f i nal . The fi ne will be transmitted to the 
Comptro ller f o r deposit in the State of Flo rida General Revenue 
Fund . It is f urthe r 

ORDERE D t ha t s hould Sta r link Communications , LLC fail to 
compl y with this Order , Starlink Communications , LLC' s ce~t ificate 

s hal l be c a nce led , and the docket shall be closed . Ir is further 

ORDERED tha t the cance l lation of the certificate and the 
closing of the docket in no way d iminishes Starlink Communications , 
LLC ' s obligation t o p a y app l icable delinquent regulator y assessment 
fees , statutor y pena l ties , and interest charges . It is further 

ORDERED t hat all certifica ted interexchange telecommunicati ons 
prov i ders sha l l d iscontinue se r vice to Sta r link Communications , LLC 
upo n verification of the cancella tio n o f the certif ica t e a t the 
conclus ion of the respo nse period s et f orth in this Or der . 1t is 

f u rther 

ORDERED t hat t he p rovisions of this Order , issued as proposed 
age ncy actio n , shall b ecome f inal and effecti ve unless an 
appropriate pet i tion , i n t he f orm provided by Rule 25- 22 . 036 , 
Florida Admini strative Code , is received by the Di r ector , Division 
of Recor ds and Reporti ng , 25 40 Shumard Oak Boulevard , Tallahassee , 
Florida 32399-0850 , by t he c lose o f business on the dat e set forth 
i n the " Notic e of Fur the r Proceed i ngs o r Judicial Re view'' attached 

he reto . I t is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Orde r becomes final , this 
Docke t s hall be closed upon payment of the fines and fees or upon 
cancellat ion o f the certificate .

issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period . 

If this order becomes final and effecti ve on the date 
described above , any party substantially affected may request:. 
judicial revi ew by the Florida Supreme Court in the case o f an 
electric , gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director , Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy of the notice o f appeal and the fi ling 
fee with the appropriate court . This filing must be completed 
within thirty ( 30) days of the ef feet i ve date of thi s o rder , 
pursuant to Rule 9 . 110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . The 
noti c e of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9 . 900(a) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . 
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
