ISSQB 1: Should the Commission impose a $500 fine or cancel Mr.

&BCOMMBHDATIQN: Yes. The Commission should impose a $500 fine or 
cancel Mr. Miller's certificate if t he fi ne and the regulatory 
assessment fees, including statutory penalties and interest, are 
not received by the Commission within 5 busineao days after the 
conclusion of the 21 day protest period. The fine should be paid 
to the Florida Public Service Commission and forwarded to the 
Office of the Comptroller for deposit in the State General Revenue 
Fund pursuant to Sect:ion 364.295(1), Florida Statutes. If the 
Commission's Order is not protested and the fine and the r~latory 
~ssessment fees, including statutory penalties and interest, are 
not received, certificate number 4357 should be canceled. 
(Biegal ski) 

STAPP ARALXSIS; Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Adminiot:rat:ive Code, 
requires the payment: of regulat:ory assessment fees by January 30 of 
the subsequent year f o.r telecommunications companies, and provides 
f or penalties and interest as outlined in Section 350.113, Florida 
St:at:ut:es, for any delinquent amouncs. 

On December 2, 1997, st:aff learned chat: Mr. Miller had not 
submitt:ed the regulat:ory assessment: fees for t:he year 1996, along 
with st:at:utory penalties and interest charges. Therefore, he has 
failed to comply with Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administrat:1ve Code. 

Accordingly, st:aff recommends that t:he Commission assess a 
$500 fine for failure to comply wit:h Commission rules or cancel 
certificate number 4357 if t:he fine and the regulatory assessment 
fees, along with otatut:ory penalt:ies and int:erest, are not paid 
within the specified time.
