United Water Florida Inc. ("United Water Florida"), pursuant 

to Section 120.542, Florida Statutes (Supp. 1996), and Sections 

367.081 and 367.0822, Florida Statutes (1995), by and through its 

undersigned attorneys, hereby files this Petition for a Limited 

Proceeding Regarding Other Postretirement Employee Benefits and 

Petition for Variance from or Waiver of Rule 25-14.012, Florida 

Administrative Code, by United Water Florida Inc. ("Petition"), and 

states as follows: 

PETITION 	 FOR A LIMITED PROCEEDING REGARDING 
OTHER POSTRETIREMENT EMPLOYEE BENEFITS 

1. United Water Florida, formerly known as Jacksonville 

Suburban Utilities Company ("Jacksonville Suburban"), was a 

subsidiary of General Waterworks Corporation. General Waterworks 

Corporation was a subsidiary of GWC Corporation. 
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2. In this Petition, United Water Florida seeks rate 

treatment of its accumulated Other Postretirement Employee Benefits 

("OPEB") costs for 1994, 1995, 1996, and through May 1997. 

3. Traditionally, utility companies, like most employers, 

accounted for OPEB costs on a "pay-as-you-go" or cash basis of 

accounting. Emerging Issues Task Force ("EITF") 92-12, Accounting 

for OPEB Costs by Rate-Regulated Enterprises, Financial Accounting 

Standards Board ("FASB"), ("EITF 92-12"). Many public service 

commissions have "traditionally allowed OPEB costs to be included 

in rates on a pay-as-you-go basis." Id. Prior to the issuance of 

SFAS 106, as hereinafter defined, the Florida Public Service 

Commission ("Commission") allowed OPEB costs to be recovered in 

rates on a pay-as-you-go basis. 

4. FASB reexamined this area of accounting and issued 

Statement of Financial Accounting Standards No. 106 regarding 

Employers' Accounting for Postretirement Benefits Other Than 

Pensions ("SFAS 106"). SFAS 106 provided that it was to be 

generally effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 

1992 (i.e., generally for 1993 fiscal years and beyond) and also 

provided for the recognition of the obligation (related to prior 

service cost) arising from the transition. 

5. "Because the obligation to provide [OPEB] benefits arises 

as employees render the service necessary to earn the benefits, the 

FASB concluded that the cost of providing the benefits should be 
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recognized over those employees' service periods." EITF 92-12. 

SFAS 106 changed the timing of the recognition of OPEB costs and 

liabilities, from a "pay-as-you-go" or a cash basis of accounting 

to an accrual basis of accounting. "The basic tenet of FAS 106 is 

that while it requires the use of some variables that are difficult 

to measure, recognition and measurement of the overall liability of 

the employer to provide OPEBs is best done through accrual 

accounting." Citizens of the State of Florida v. Public Service 

Commission, 15 FALR 1776, 1781, Case No. 92-5717RP ("Rule Approval 

Decision") . 

6. Under the accounting rules prior to SFAS 106, United 

Water Florida's compensation structure did not result in the 

recognition of a significant level of OPEB costs. 

7. SFAS 106 did not change the total amount of OPEB costs to 

be recognized. It only changed the timing of the recognition of 

such costs by requiring the change from the cash basis of 

accounting to the accrual basis of accounting. 

8. A significant portion of SFAS 106 is devoted to the 

transition from the cash basis of accounting to the accrual basis 

of accounting. As set forth in the Rule Approval Decision: 

Standard 106 shares with other accounting 
standards a salient characteristic of pension 
accounting-delayed recognition. Changes are 
not made immediately, but are recognized in a 
gradual and systematic way. This is why there 
is a transition obligation in Standard 106. 
The employer's accumulated post-retirement 
benefit obligation for benefits attributable 
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to the period before Standard 106 became 
effective is recognized on a delayed basis. 

15 FALR at 1781. 

9. The Commission adopted the use of SFAS 106 in Rule 25­

14.012, FAC, effective August 4, 1993. The Commission adopted the 

rule "under its statutory authority to set rates which allow 

regulated utilities sufficient revenue to recover prudently 

incurred costs of providing utility service, and a fair rate of 

return on the utilities' rate base." Rule Approval Decision, 15 

FALR at 1777. The Commission allows utility companies, including 

United Water Florida, to recover OPEB costs in their rates. See 

Application for Rate Increase in Duval, Nassau and St. Johns 

Counties filed by United Water Florida Inc., Docket No. 960451-WS, 

("Rate Case"), Order No. PSC-97-0618-FOF-WS, Final Order Approving 

Rates and Charges, Docket No. 960451-WS, issued May 30, 1997 

("Final Order"), pages 29-30, and 55-56. 

10. On April 22, 1994, GWC Corporation was merged with United 

Water Resources Inc. In Order No. PSC 95-0215-FOF-WS, issued on 

February 16, 1995, in Docket No. 940743-WS, the Commission approved 

the transfer of majority organizational control of United Water 

Florida. 

11. United Water Florida complied with SFAS 106. Because of 

the significant and extraordinary change during 1994, 1995, 1996 

and through May 1997, United Water Florida recorded deferred OPEB 

costs amounting to $1,100,098 ("Unrecovered OPEB Costs"). See 
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Exhibit 1. For that same period, United Water Florida made 

Voluntary Employee Beneficiary Association ("VEBA") contributions 

amounting to $247,022 for its OPEB costs, resulting in an unfunded 

portion of OPEB costs in May 1997 of $854,230. See attached Exhibit 

1. 

12. The Commission has approved United Water Florida's 

recovery of its annual OPEB costs. In the Rate Case, the 

Commission approved rates which were designed to recover United 

Water Florida's OPEB costs for the test year 1997. However, such a 

rate recovery of the 1997 OPEB will occur over approximately seven 

(7) months, commencing on May 19, 1997. Accordingly, United Water 

Florida did not recover its 1997 OPEB costs in its rates for 

approximately five (5) months of 1997, and therefore had continued 

to defer such amounts. 

13. In the Rate Case, United Water Florida requested recovery 

of its deferred 1995 OPEB costs (which included the 1994 OPEB 

costs) and 1996 OPEB costs at the hearing. The Commission did not 

grant United Water Florida's request, ruling that "we did not 

disallow these [1995 and 1996 OPEB] costs, as the request for 

recovery was not entered into the record of evidence." Order No. 

PSC-97-1146-FOF-WS, Order Granting in Part and Denying in Part 

Motion for Reconsideration and Amending Order No. PSC-97-0618-FOF­

WS, Docket No. 960451-WS, issued September 30, 1997 

("Reconsideration Order") . 
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14. In the Rate Case, United Water Florida's rate base was 

reduced by $1,143,920 for the amount of unfunded OPEB costs, which 

included the unfunded portions of OPEB costs for 1995 (including 

the 1994 OPEB costs), 1996, and through May 1997 in the amounts of 

$351,512, $365,644, and $426,764, respectively. 

15. SFAS 106 addressed the accounting for OPEB costs and 

changed the timing for the recognition of OPEB costs. SFAS 106 

provides for the employer's accumulated unrecognized OPEB 

obligation to be recognized over a number of years. SFAS 106 did 

not disallow OPEB costs, change the amount of OPEB costs to be 

recovered, or prohibit OPEB costs from being recovered in rates. 

SFAS 106 changed the timing of recognition of OPEB costs - it 

should not be used to prevent the recovery of OPEB costs. If not 

for the accrual method of accounting adopted by SFAS 106, United 

Water Florida would recover its OPEB costs in the years of 

payments, most of which have not occurred. The provisions in SFAS 

106 accounting for the transition obligation accelerated the 

recognition of OPEB liability for prior service costs. SFAS 106 

allows for the distribution of such accumulated OPEB costs over a 

period of years, which avoids an uneven peaks and valleys 

distribution of OPEB costs. 

16. While SFAS 106 resolved many accounting issues, it did 

not solve the recovery of the OPEB costs in rates unless the 

Commission increased utility companies' rates effective on the 
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adoption of SFAS 106. SFAS 106 does not provide a mechanism for 

the recovery of OPEB costs recognized from its adoption until the 

effective date rates which include the recovery of OPEB costs. 

An appropr mechanism for a recovery of such pre-rate 

recognition OPEB costs is to distribute the accumulated de rred 

OPEB costs and the recovery through rates over a certain time 

period (~, years) . 

17. United Water Florida is allowed to include in its 

rates its Unrecovered OPEB Costs, it will not recover s costs 

incurred providing water and wastewater services to its 

customers. In compliance with the extraordinary and significant 

accounting changes prescribed by SFAS 106, United Water da 

recorded costs for OPEBs for that period t amount of 

$1,100,098. During that same time period, United Water Florida 

made payments to the VEBA amounting to $247,022 with miscel ous 

accounting ustments of $1,154. Under the terms and ions 

of SFAS 106 and EITF 92-12, unless United Water Florida recovers 

its OPEB costs for 1994, 1995, 1996, and through May 1997 in its 

rates, United Water Florida will be required to charge the 

liabilityent to income, a $1,100,098 reduction in earnings. 

This $1,100,098 charge will be a significant change in the 

financial pos ion of the company. United Water Fl 's net 

operating income will be reduced by thirteen and three-fourths 

percent (13.75%), and its overall rate of return wi be reduced by 
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more than 130 basis points. See Exhibit 4. Furthermore, when 

Uni ted Water Florida makes the payments to fund the unfunded 

$854,230, it will not recover such payments in its rates, even 

though the policy of the Commission is for customers to pay the 

OPEB costs in their rates. 

18. Section 367.081 (2) (a), Florida Statutes (1995), provides 

in part as follows: 

[t]he commission shall, either upon request or 
upon its own motion, fix rates which are just, 
reasonable, compensatory, and not unfairly 
discriminatory. In every such proceeding, the 
commission shall consider the cost of 
providing the service, which shall include, 
but not be limited to ... operating expenses 

; and a fair return on the investment of 
the utility in property used and useful in the 
public service. 

19. The Commission may consider this matter in a limited 

proceeding. Section 367.0822, Florida Statutes (1995), provides in 

part as follows: 

[u]pon . petition or by its own motion, the 
commission may conduct limited proceedings to 
consider, and act upon, any matter within its 
jurisdiction, including any matter the 
resolution of which requires a utility to 
adjust its rates. 

The use of the limited proceeding will allow the parties to review, 

analyze, and address the issue. 

20. United Water Florida has not recovered its OPEB costs for 

1994, 1995, 1996 and through May 1997, through its rates. "The 

utility rate payers pay the cost of the OPEBs and other expenses in 
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their utility rates." Rule Approval Decision, 15 FALR at 1782. The 

Commission has not yet allowed the 1994, 1995 and 1996 OPEB costs 

(or allowed recovery for the 1997 OPEB costs through May 1997), but 

still reduced United Water Florida's rate base for the unfunded 

portion of the costs for those years. As noted in the Rule 

Approval Decision, the rate base reduction is to be for unfunded 

portions of allowed OPEB costs. Rule Approval Decision, 15 FALR at 

1783. "Just as depreciation expenses result in a write-down of the 

value of the depreciated asset, so that the utility earns a rate of 

return only on the depreciated asset value, any unfunded 

accumulated post-retirement benefit expense allowed by the 

Commission reduces the utility's rate base so no return is earned 

on that amount. Id. (emphasis added). In order for United Water 

Florida's rates to be just, reasonable, compensatory, and not 

unfairly discriminatory, United Water Florida's rates must be 

adjusted to recover its deferred OPEB costs for 1994, 1995, 1996 

and through May 1997 (i.e., the Unrecovered OPEB Costs). 

21. By utilizing a fifteen year period and the interim 

adjustments requested below, United Water Florida will receive an 

appropriate rate base reduction over time, recover its OPEB costs 

in rates, earn a fair and reasonable return, and avoid a $1,100,098 

reduction in its earnings. It is NOT in the public interest for a 

utili ty company to suffer the substantial detriment of a 13. 75 

percent loss of net operating income and a loss of more than 130 
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basis points in its overall rate of return because of an accounting 

change as to the timing of recognition of costs. See Section 

367.011(3), Florida Statutes (1995). It is in the public interest 

for United Water Florida to be given this rate adjustment so that 

its rates are just, fair, and reasonable. See Sections 

367.081 (2) (a) and 367.121 (1) (a), Florida Statutes (1995). 

22. Pursuant to Rule 25-30.010 (2) (g), FAC, United Water 

Florida has submitted a filing fee of $4,500.00 ($2,250.00 for 

water and $2,250.00 for wastewater). 

23. WHEREFORE, United Water Florida requests that the 

Commission: 

a. 	 Approve United Water Florida's recovery of its 

Unrecovered OPEB Costs over a fifteen (15) year 

period at $73,340 per year ($26,402 for water and 

$46,938 for wastewater); 

b. 	 Use as the unfunded OPEB cost reduction to United 

Water Florida's rate base the amount of $305,895, 

which is seven-twelfths of current year SFAS 106 

unfunded OPEB costs and 1/15 of the unfunded 

portion of the Unrecovered OPEB Costs ($110,122 for 

water rate base and $ 195,773 for wastewater rate 

base); and 

c. 	 Increase United Water Florida's rates to recognize 

the adjustments in subparagraphs (a) and (b) above 
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by adopting the tariff sheets submitted as Exhibits 

5 and 6. 

24. United Water Florida requests that the Commission address 

both aspects of this Petition, (i) recovery of the Unrecovered OPEB 

Costs in rates, and (ii) the use of the proposed rate base 

reduction, at this time. In the event that the Commission 

determines that it would be more appropriate to address the rate 

base reduction issue in United Water Florida's next rate case, 

United Water Florida will agree to the Commission's deferral of 

this item. However, to avoid the substantial charge to earnings 

which would be required by SFAS 106 and EITF 92-12, United Water 

Florida requests that the Commission proceed with the issue of the 

recovery of the Unrecovered OPEB Costs in its rates. This change 

would result in rate increases of only 2.86% and 2.75% for water 

and wastewater, respectively. 

PETITION FOR VARIANCE FROM OR WAIVER OF 
RULE 25-14.012, FLORIDA ADMINISTRATIVE CODE 

In the event that the Commission determines that it can not fully 

grant the relief sought as to United Water Florida's rates or rate 

base without granting a variance from or waiver of Rule 25-14.012(2 

& 3), FAC, United Water Florida hereby petitions for a variance 

from or waiver of Rule 25-14.012(2 & 3), FAC, with respect to the 

Unrecovered OPEB Costs and the unfunded portion of the Unrecovered 

OPEB Costs and states as follows:

27. Rule 25-14.012(2 & 3), FAC, provides as follows: 

(2) Each utility that offers postretirement benefits 
other than pensions shall account for the costs of such 
benefits in the manner required by Statement of Financial 
Accounting Standards No. 106 (December, 1990). Deferral 
accounting under Statement of Financial Accounting 
Standards No. 71 (Accounting for the Effects of Certain 
types of Regulation, December 1982) [sic] shall not be 
used to account for the costs of post retirement benefits 
other than pensions without prior Commission approval. 

(3) Each utility's unfunded accumulated postretirement 
benefit obligation shall be treated as a reduction to 
rate base in rate proceedings. The amount that reduces 
rate base is limited to that portion of the liability 
associated with the cost methodology for post retirement 
benefits other than pensions. 

28. According to the FAC, Rule 25-14.012 is implementing 

Sections 364.17 (telecommunications), 366.04 (electric and gas), 

and 367.121 (water and wastewater) of the Florida Statutes. 

29. United Water Florida seeks the variance from or waiver of 

the requirements of Rule 25-14.012 (2 & 3), FAC, to the extent 

necessary that seven-twelfths of the current year (1997) unfunded 

SFAS 106 costs and 1/15 of the unfunded portion of the Unrecovered 
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OPEB Costs be treated as a reduction to rate base and that it 

recover its OPEB costs for such period in its rates. United Water 

Florida requests that only 1/15 of the unfunded portion of the 

Unrecovered OPEB Costs be treated as a reduction to rate base 

simultaneously with the recognition of the 1/15 of the Unrecovered 

OPEB Costs in United Water Florida's rates. 

30. The variance or waiver sought by United Water Florida is 

temporary and will last only until the end of the fifteen year 

period. 

31. The strict application of the rule to United Water 

Florida for the Unrecovered OPEB Costs and the unfunded portion of 

the Unrecovered OPEB Costs will impose a substantial hardship, 

violate the principles of fairness, and lead to unreasonable, 

unfair and unintended results. 

a. 	 United Water Florida incurred such costs and 

liabilities and such costs and liabilities were 

prudent and necessary. 

b. 	 "The utility rate payers pay the cost of the OPEBs 

and other expenses in their utility rates." Rule 

Approval Decision, 15 FALR at 1782. Utility 

companies are to recover OPEB costs in their rates. 

Because united Water Florida is not recovering its 

Unrecovered OPEB Costs in its rates, its customers 

are not paying for such OPEB costs and, therefore, 

the utility company's shareholders are paying for 

such OPEB costs. 
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c. 	 If not for the rule and SFAS 106, United Water 

Florida would recover its OPEB costs in the year of 

payment. 

d. 	 The effect of imposing the rule will be the 

following: (i) reduce the rate base of United Water 

Florida by $1,143,920 even though United Water 

Florida will not collect the related OPEB costs in 

its rates; (ii) not recognize payments to the VEBA 

in 1995 and 1996 by United Water Florida in the 

amount of $247,022; (iii) not recognize future 

payments to be made to the VEBA from the currently 

unfunded portion of $854,230; (iv) prevent United 

Water Florida from recovering its OPEB costs in its 

rates; and (v) reduce United Water Florida's 

current earnings by $1,100,098; (vi) reduce United 

Water Florida's net operating income by 13.75 

percent; and (vii) reduce United Water Florida's 

overall rate of return by more than 130 basis 

points. 

32. The Commission adopted Rule 25-14.012, FAC, "under its 

statutory authority to set rates which allow regulated utilities 

sufficient revenue to recover prudently incurred costs of providing 

utility service and a fair rate of return on the utilities' rate 

base." Rule Approval Decision, 15 FALR at 1777. 

33. Rule 25-14.012, FAC, was a policy decision made by the 

Commission "that accrual accounting under FAS 106 is the most 
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appropriate method to account for OPEB expenses." Rule Approval 

~~~~~, 15 FALR at 1783. It was not a decision to reduce OPEB 

costs. 

34. Section 367.121, Florida Statutes (1995), the underlying 

statute for Rule 25-14.012, FAC, provides in part that " ... the 

Commission shall have power ... [t]o prescribe fair and reasonable 

rates." Section 367.121 (1) (a), Florida Statutes (1995). 

Approving the requests of United Water Florida in the Petition will 

result in fair and reasonable rates. It is fair and reasonable for 

the company to recover its OPEB costs. It would be unfair and 

unreasonable to require united Water Florida to suffer a 13.75 

percent loss in its net operating income and more than 130 basis 

point loss in its overall rate of return because of a timing change 

in accounting rules. Furthermore, United Water Florida already is 

following SFAS 106 and in compliance with the Commission's policy 

decision "that accrual accounting under FAS 106 is the most 

appropriate method to account for OPEB Expenses." Rule Approval 

==~~===, 15 FALR at 1783. Granting the variance or waiver will 

result in United Water Florida not being penalized for following 

SFAS 106, which promotes the Commission's adoption of \\a uniform 

system and classification of accounts for all utilities, which 

rules, among other things, shall establish adequate, fair, and 

reasonable depreciation rates and charges." See Section 

367.121(1) (b), Florida Statutes (1995). The variance or waiver 

will achieve the purpose of the underlying statute, Section 

367.121, Florida Statutes (1995). 
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35. WHEREFORE, United Water Florida requests that the 

Commission grant this request for a variance from or a waiver of 

Rule 25-14.012, FAC. 

REQUEST FOR RELIEF 

36. WHEREFORE, United Water Florida requests that the 

Commission grant this request for a limited proceeding and grant 

each of the requests made in this Petition.
