CASE BACKGROUND

Matthew Terrill (Mr. Terrill) obtained Florida Public Service
Commission Pay Telephone certificate number 4549 on April 11,
1996.

On June 3, 1997, the Division of Administration mailed a
certified letter to the address listed in the Master
Commission Directory informing Mr. Terrill that he was
delinquent on his regulatory assessment fees for the vyear
1996. The letter was returned by the United States Post Office

stamped “refused” (Attachment A, Page 4).

On December 3, 1997, staff contacted Mr. Terrill and informed
him c¢f the pending cancellation. Mr. Terrill informed staff
he didn't care if the certificate was canceled.

As of December 9, 1997, the delinquent regulatory assessment

fees for 1996, along with statutory penalties and interest
charges, have not been submitted by Mr. Terrill.

DISCUSSION OF I1SSUES

18SUR 1: Should the Commission impose a 5500 fine or cancel Mr.
Terrill‘s Pay Telephone Certificate No. 4549 for apparent violation
of Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administrative Code, Regulatory
Assessment Fees?

: Yes. The Commission should impose a $500 fine or
cancel Mr. Terrill’s certificate if the fine and the regulatory
assessment fees, including statutory penalties and interest, are
not received by the Commission within 5 business days after the
conclusion of the 21 day protest period. The fine should be paid
to the Florida Public Service Commission and forwarded to the
Office of the Comptroller for deposit in the State General Revenue
Fund pursuant to Section 364.285(1), Florida Statutes. 1f the
Commission’s Order is not protested and the fine and the regulatory
assessment fees, including statutory penalties and interest, are
not received, certificate number 4549 should be canceled.
(Biegalski)

STAFF ANALYSIS: Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administrative Code,
requires the payment of regulatory assessment fees by January 30 of
the subsequent year for telecommunications companies, and provides
for penalties and interest as outlined in Section 350.113, Florida
Statutes, for any delinguent amounts.

As of December 9, 1997, Mr. Terrill still had not submitted
the regulatory assessment fees for the year 1996, along with
statutory penalties and interest charges. Therefore, he has failed
to comply with Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administrative Code.

Accordingly, staff recommends that the Commission assess a
$500 fine for failure to comply with Commission rules or cancel
certificate number 4549 if the fine and the regulatory assessment
fees, along with statutory penalties and interest, are not paid
within the specified time.

If no protest is filed, the docket should be closed
upon payment of the fines and fees, or upon cancellation of the
certificate.
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
